SCP - Origins

international development of patent law.

o SCP discussions initially included harmonization of national 

laws and procedures (see SCP/1/2).

SCP – Evolution
o The work program of the SCP was dramatically recalibrated when an impasse 

emerged between developed and developing countries. 

o To move beyond the impasse, Member States agreed to a “balanced work-

plan”, which includes:

 Exceptions and Limitations to Patent Rights.

 Quality of Patents, including Opposition Systems (includes work sharing).

 Patents and Health.

 Confidentiality of communications between clients and their patent advisors.

 Transfer of technology.

Increased Worldwide Patent Filings by 

Chinese Entities
• In 2016, worldwide patent filings exceeded 3 million for the first time, an 

increase of 8.3% relative to 2015.

• This growth was driven overwhelmingly by China, which in 2016 received 

more applications than the U.S., Europe, Japan and South Korea combined.
