| " m supposed to do an introduction in
five mnutes, and although | said | like the
trains torun on tine, it's just not going to
happen this norning because we've got sone speci al
things to take care of.

We have four folks we need to say thank
you and goodbye to today, although one of them
hopefully we'll be welcomng back. [|'mgoing to

start wth the person to ny left, Lynne Beresford.
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But before | do so, I'll say that for all of the
peopl e that we are thanking and recognizing this
norning, there is a trenendous collegiality and
friendshi p anongst us, and that arises fromthe
mut ual respect of nutual hard work and nut ual
goodwi I |, and | think that's what nakes this
organi zation function so well.

I'"'mgoing to start off by recogni zi ng
Lynne Beresford. Lynne is our Conm ssioner for
Trademarks. She started here in 1979, reportedly
t he exact sane day as Ji m Johnson, a fellow TPAC
menber over here, and | believe it was not even
just the sanme day, but your offices nay have been
pertinent. And so here we cone full circle today
as we'll be saying farewell, but not goodbye
forever, to Jimand to Lynne.

The thing about Lynne is that she is the
paragon of what a governnent official should be.
| have to admt, | have a bit of a cynical view
about governnent enpl oynent, although ny m nd has
been greatly changed by many of the folks |I've had

the pleasure to work with here, and that's because
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|'ve always been a bit cynical that one would
constantly strive for inprovenent and excell ence.
If you didn't really have a day-to-day survival,
you mght be fired tonorrow i nstead of backi ng
that up, and |'ve been proven wong, and Lynne has
been the prine exanple of that.

She constantly strives to i nprove the
office. |1 won't go on and on wth a | engthy
bi ogr aphy because |I'mnot qualified to give it,
frankly, but to give you an exanple of that, when
we were neeting wth Lynne yesterday, she was
tal king about the | atest generation of the quality
standard for the office that's being rolled out.

For those of you all who don't know the
history, this will be the third generation of the
quality standard within the trademark operati on,
and that's because they pegged the speedoneter
twi ce and they don't work anynore and they have to
set a yet higher bar so that they'll have
sonet hing yet nore that they can achieve.

And if you sit back and think about

that, that's sinply amazing, for a governnent
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organi zation to constantly be raising its own bar
voluntarily. | don't even recall us on TPAC even
suggesting that they should do that, they just
decided it needed to be done and that they were
going to go do it, and that's sinply remarkabl e.
Another thing | really renmenber that
just caused ne to be dunbfounded is when | first
started working with Lynne on TPAC, this was
before the recession, and we had to start watching
our dinmes a bit better, Lynne constantly told ne
that she felt that she could bring enough
efficiency out of the systemto perhaps | ower
fees, and | thought that is sinply amazing, a
governnent official who doesn't have to do this
t al ki ng about possibly trying to give sone noney
back to the stakeholders in the comunity, and |
just thought that was amazing. And these are just
two exanples, the quality standard and the fee
comment, you know, of course, that's on hold
because of the recession, that typifies so many
ways in which Lynne has handl ed this organization,

that is, she's constantly striving to nmake it
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better, she confronts hurdles of various types,
t hey never becone excuses for not trying to
| nprove the organi zation, and she does it, and she
al ways seens to do it with a very hunbl e,
non-sel f-centered, non | ook at ne way, she just
gets it done.

Lynne, |I'm probably going to break the
| aw here, not the finance law, | assure you, 24.99
is the limt here, but | did not check any federal
statutes on the wording of this. But on behal f of
TPAC, | would Iike to present you a plaque that
reads as follows: "The 2010 Trademark Public
Advi sory Commttee of the United States Patent and
Trademark O fice salutes Lynne G Beresford as the
best darn Comm ssioner of Trademarks. Thanks for
your superb service."

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Thank you so
much.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: At this tine, | would
like to ask - if any other TPAC nenbers, you know,
|'ve already ran on and on, but if you want to add

any additional coments, please feel free to do
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so. And for JimJohnson, it's not optional.

MR. JOHNSON: Lynne, what can | say?
1979, sone sone years ago, you and | were sworn in
on the sane day, and we were at different stages
of our life, | was fresh out of |aw school, the
University of Virginia Law School, single, and you
were a divorced nother of two who had been a
housewi fe for many years, and then you went back
to |l aw school and worked in the tax court, and
then you cane here to the Trademark O fice.

We had a shortage of offices at the
time, and they were doing sone renodeling, and so
we had to flip a coin for who was going to get the
broom cl oset and who was going to - and the w nner
- who got the broomcl oset was the winner. And we
flipped the coin, and Lynne won, and she got the
broom closet, and | got a very interesting
officemate, and the rest is history.

But over that tine, back then we had a
| ot of paid overtine, so we were working 40 extra
hours a week sonetines, so Lynne and | had a | ot

of opportunity to share our |ives and our coments
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and our advice, and she's just truly an awesone
person. There are two things about Lynne that
real |y have always inpressed ne, she's extrenely
intelligent, but she al so cares about people, she
cares about doing the right thing.

Her famly was involved in the Freedom
Ri ders and the G vil Rights Myvenent back at a
time when you really were putting your life on the
| ine, but she was that commtted, she and her
famly were that coomitted to justice and
fai rness.

Lynne, | want to thank you on behal f of
TPAC and the trademark comunity for all that
you' ve done for us, and for all your friends and
everything. And | only have one word of advice
for you as you go into the future, it's okay for
you to retire fromyour job, you deserve it, but
you can't retire fromyour friends. Thanks.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: Thank you.
Thank you, everyone, it's so touching. And | have
to say this plaque is absolutely priceless. |

have gi ven and received nmany plaques in ny life,
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but this one is amazingly wonderful, so thank you.

CHAl RVAN FARMER:  You're wel cone. Thank
you for the rem nder. Before |l go on for Lynne, |
know Lynne did not control this, but | know she
had a hand in it. One of the trenendous acts of
Lynne Beresford was to | eave the operation in good
shape, to nake certain the operation is left in
good hands. And so we very nuch | ook forward to
havi ng Debbi e Cohn as the next Comm ssioner for
Trademar ks, and we are very glad that things could
be arranged so that such a trusted and proven
person woul d take over that operation.

As a matter of fact, Debbie, it's
optional for you, but you' re kind of handing off
the reigns, if you wish to cone up here today in
case you wanted to nmake any comments, feel free to
do so, because | knowit's sort of a transition
period, and so we really |l ook forward to worKki ng
wth you.

Now we' ve got to recognize sone ot her
fol ks. Elizabeth Pearce, Elizabeth Pearce |'ve

call ed on the tel ephone for counsel probably, oh,
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two dozen tinmes over the course of ny tine on
TPAC, and the phone has never rung. Elizabeth is
so responsive that |'ve yet to get the phone to
ring in her office because she picks it up right
away and she's always there to help ne sort
sonet hi ng out, because |'ve usually gotten nyself
I n nuddl e over sone issue or over how sonething is
bei ng handl ed, and Elizabeth just cal nms nme right
down and hel ps ne see the sweetness and |ight of
the best way forward and she al ways provi des very
W se counsel.

Al so, Elizabeth is the nost diligent
TPAC nenber | could imgine, and that is, | think
with the finance role that she has served, a | ot
of what she has achieved is just by letting
everyone know that she's watching and paying
attention.

And so a lot of tines Elizabeth will get
emai | ed these massive docunents, | nean it's like
t he Encycl opedia Britannica, they nmade the font
si ze bigger, and five mnutes later you'll see an

email comng back in the other direction from
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El i zabeth saying, well, | was a bit curious about

MR. JOHNSON. Thank you. Three years
ago, three of us were sworn into TPAC, Elizabeth
Pearce, Jeff Storie and nyself. Unfortunately, or
fortunately, however you look at it, Jeff Storie
was called honme, and ny only solace is that he's
in a better place than this earth. But |'ve had
many, nmany interesting experiences working on
TPAC, this is ny second tine on TPAC, and it's one
of those things where each experience and each one
of you and every one |'ve had to deal wth has

And when soneone fromthe University of
Virginia puts your nanme in the sanme sentence with
Thomas Jefferson, you know you're really good.

And Sharon Marsh, and Debbi e Cohen, and Gerard
Rogers, and Ci ndy Greenbaum and Craig Mrris, and
all ny old friends, all the people | worked with
all these years. Ann Farson and | used to car pool
t oget her back in the day, so it's amazing. So
this has been just a truly wonderful, wonderful
experience. And | would like to think that this

I s the beginning, not the end of our friendshinp,
and we wll continue. And as Bob Hope often said,
t hanks for the nenories.

CHAl RVAN FARMER: \We have one nore, but
this is with an asterisks. W' ve kind of been
down this road before. W have a nenber of TPAC
who's finishing up a partial term finishing up

the termof Jeff Storie, as Jimsaid, and because
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of just how the political process works, we don't
yet know whether he wll be reappoi nted, although
we strongly hope that he wll be.

And so this is sort of a provisional
recogni tion, because we'll | ook forward hopefully
to recogni zing Bob's additional three years of
service three years fromnow, | strongly hope that
that is the case.

But Bob Anderson is also conpleting a
termon TPAC. He's been on TPAC |l ess than a year,
but he has gotten up to speed and to a | evel of
hi gh contribution extraordinarily quickly.

When we needed to fill a spot on TPAC,
well, we on TPAC, of course, don't fill it, the
Secretary of Commerce nakes the appointnent, but
we knew what sort of person we needed in that TPAC
has its fingers in a lot of different pies, and we
knew that we really needed soneone to cone onto
TPAC who had a very strong technol ogi cal
background to help work with Ti m Lockhart and
Howard Fri ednman on technol ogy, especially wth the

new Tr adenmar ks Next Generation com ng along, to be
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able to provide sone TPAC oversi ght.

And we al so wanted soneone who had sone
wor ki ng experience in the office at sone point in
t here past who could be a good guide to the
i nternal way that things work. And so we're
| ooking for soneone with those two traits, and,
you know, we were casting about and tal king about
this and that.

And then Lynne Beresford said to ne,
well, there's only one person, that's Bob
Anderson, and | said why, and she expl ai ned why,
and it was just so incredibly obvious that he was
the man that we needed to get, and fortunately he
was appointed to join us here on TPAC

Bob has brought those skills to the
table. He has worked deeply with Timand with
Howard on their technol ogy issues, and this is a
very critical time for that. You know, everyone
knows the historical problens that we've had here
at the office of the conputer system and thanks
to the decision that M. Kappos nade, we're on our

way to getting a better system but you don't just
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snap your finger, put your noney down on the table
and get it, it's a process and it has to happen
and things can go right and things can go w ong,
and Bob, in addition to Timand Howard, provided
great diligence there, and so we're very thankf ul
for that.

And also, in addition to the IT issues,
Bob has hel ped us out a |ot on being a good m nder
on trademark quality issues and on issues that
we' ve had sone very stout discussions on on
| nprovi ng the comruni cati ons between trademark
exam ning attorneys and fol ks who are prosecuting
appl i cations.

The character trait that |'ve really
noticed wwth Bob is that he doesn't wing it, and
that is, when he takes on a task, that he goes and
I nvesti gates deeply, doesn't make a big show of
It, but he goes and he talks to a lot of fol ks and
he does a | ot of reading, and you'll hear Bob say,
oh yeah, | went over to the office the other day
and | talked to so and so and so and so and so and

so just to get the lay of the land as to how this
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wor ks.

And that doing of honmework is just
really appreciated and it leads to a great work
product and it |leads us all to have trenendous
confidence that when Bob says, well, 1've
I nvestigated this and this is what | see, and this
is why this will work or why this won't work, we
know that it's been very well thought through and
very wel |l investigated.

And so Bob, in interimasterisks, thank
you for serving on TPAC and for being such a good
friend to all of us, and hopefully we'll be
wel com ng you back very soon for another |ap

around the track. So, Bob, thanks for your

servi ce.

MR. ANDERSON:. Since | had a very short
tenure, I'Il try to keep it short. But | do want
to nention two things, | left the office January

3, 2004, and cane back approximately six years
| ater, alnbst to the day, and was quite surprised
to find that people still renmenbered who | was,

and al so found that many of the people who had
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been very hel pful to ne when | was here for many
years were still very hel pful, very know edgeabl e,
and quite pleased to see that Lynne had becone the
Comm ssi oner of TrademarKks.

She becane Commi ssioner in what was
probably one of the | ow points of tradenmarks, and
| think has handled the job in an excellent
manner. Sorry to see her go. | was quite
di sappoi nted when | heard that even though she had
been reappoi nted, she was now announci ng her
retirement, which took ne by surprise.

The second thing | would like to
mention, when | joined - when | was asked to join
TPAC and then approved by the Secretary of
Comrerce, | was concerned about being the new kid
on the block and being associated with a nunber of
peopl e, sonme of who I knew, sone that | didn't
know.

| found the first tinme | canme in contact
with the nenbers of TPAC, that everyone was very
friendly, very welcomng, and it was al nost |ike |

had been on TPAC for two or three years prior.
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| think John has done an excellent job
as the Chair of TPAC over the past al nost two and
a half years now. | think John has created an
envi ronnent on TPAC that is very welcomng to new
nmenbers. He gets themup to speed quickly, he
tells you what you need to know and what his
expectations are, which | think is very inportant.

| appreciate the camaraderie, | guess is
t he best word, of other TPAC nenbers, and |
appreciate the help they've given ne in getting
used to being on TPAC. | hope | cone back, but
we'll see. Thanks very nuch, everybody. And | do
want to nention one person who's been extrenely
hel pful to nme, Ann Farson. She got ne through all
t he paperwork, made sure |'ve dotted all the I's
and signed everything appropriately, and when |'ve
been a little tardy on getting papers in, she
sends ne a gentle rem nder so things don't fall
t hrough the cracks.

Ann was a great help when | was here
during ny career, and Ann has continued to be a

great help as |I've gotten - integrated nyself onto
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TPAC. Thanks very much, everybody.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: | said to Bob, we
expect to see you back, so | won't put you through
this. Jimand Elizabeth, we nay have covered
this, I can't tell one way or the other, | said to
each of you that | wanted to give each of you the
opportunity to give any swansong you want, any
parting words of advice or any comments you'd |ike
to make. And | can't quite discern if you all
have ki nd of already done that with your little
gift or if there is nore. So if there's any other
things you wanted to say now. No? |f you think
of anything, the floor will be yours at your
command on that .

Now |l et's get down to the public's
busi ness. W think highly of each other, but
we've got to get to that, too. W next get to
wel cone and brief comments from USPTO | eader shi p.
Lynne, |I'mgoing to guess that you're going to do
t hat .

COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes.

CHAl RMVAN FARMVER:  And so we' || just
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start there and we'll just kind of naturally roll
right into your section of the agenda, if that's

okay with you, and so I'll turn the floor over to
you.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes, thank you
very nmuch. And |, too, want to say what a great
Chai rman we have for this Public Advisory
Commttee. |'ve been involved with the Public
Advi sory Committee for nore than 20 years in a
variety of different roles, and this has been the
nost active, the nost involved, the nost
di scerning conmttee that |'ve had the pleasure to
deal with, so you have all been a great help to
the USPTO vyou've certainly nore than fulfilled
your statutory duties, you' ve gone above and
beyond, so thank you. And also thank you to Ms.
Farson over there, she's gone above and beyond.

On to the business. Just sone updates
here. The USPTO s strategic plan, sure, the
Commttee is interested in where we are on the
strategic plan, it's been posted, we thank

everyone for their comments. W think of it as a
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| i vi ng docunent, and that neans that there will be
- that it can continue to be tweaked and it can
continue to inprove. Essentially, the strategic
pl an has a certain nunber of initiatives init,
and we've tal ked about all of these before.

There's mai ntai ni ng pendency between 2.5
and 3.5 nonths and nmai ntai ni ng pendency, final
action pendency, at around 11 nonths for cases
w t hout and the parties are suspended, and 13
nonths for other things. | expect that the final
action pendency will continue to go down as we
refine our process.

Trademark quality, another thing in our
strategic plan, we're working on this new quality
neasure, the conprehensive excell ence neasure.
We'll be benchmarking it this year. W had a
pilot |ast year of an award, the award for
conprehensi ve excel l ence, where we were kind of
test driving what we wanted to have in this
nmeasur e.

The best thing |I can say about this

neasure is, | think it's very conprehensive. CQur
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quality netrics in the past have been based on a
single point, was the decision nade correctly, and
this is the quality neasure we report to the
public. And although that's an extrenely
I nportant quality neasure, it's not the whole
story. And we're now at approximtely 97 percent
on that neasure, so it's tinme to | ook for
sonet hing el se, and we've stayed at 97 percent for
a while. So we're now going to benchmark a new
nmeasure that | ooks at the conprehensive excell ence
of every first action, including the search, the
writing, the evidence, the decision-naking.
Everything in the first action is going to be part
of this excellence neasure.

| think this is where we should be
headed in quality. As you've all heard ne before,
we' ve gone to the bar and had the USPTO
subcomm ttee of INTA and the Trademark's
subcomm ttee of AlIPLA, and the | PO Tradenmark
Commttee, and all the nenbers have reviewed 200
office actions and given us specific feedback on

those office actions, that's the informati on we
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used to set this quality neasure.

W will continue to refine it as we
benchmark it, because we are still |earning about
what we can do with this quality neasure. The NY,
New York Intellectual Property Law Associ ati on,
the Chio Intellectual Property organization,

FI GPI, and a nunber of other organizations have
al so ponied up saying they would be willing to
review all sections. |I'mstill anmazed that

| awyers who are so darn busy in these

organi zations are willing to take their tine to
review office actions and give us feedback on
them it's just wonderful.

But that will be the new quality goal
that we'll be benchmarking, and we will continue
to look for feedback fromfolks on that quality
neasure to refine it and to try to nmake the
quality sonmething that is neaningful to the folks
t hat use our services, so that's the plan there.

And the award for conprehensive
excel l ence that we rolled out in the second half

of this year, as a pilot, has had sone really
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positive effects. W' ve seen an increase in the
nunber of phone calls exam ning attorneys have
made, the percentage of exam ner's anendnents that
have been done in the second half of the year
versus the first half of the year, and an increase
in the excellence in the witing, especially the
area of witing, Section 2D, where we did training
on excell ence, so we see there are iInprovenents
can be nade and we're seeing those inprovenents
happeni ng.

And, of course, the final two things in
the strategic plan have to do with the | T updates,
John will talk about that. Trademarks w ||
separate its systens, for the nost part, fromthe
patent systens and will becone virtual, and
hopefully will be able to add nore services to
what it offers now, be a nore user friendly web
site, and be better for our applicants and
attorneys to use.

So we're working on our toward what |
think is going to be the real trademark office of

the century, not the 19th century trademark
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office, not the 20th century trademark office, but
maybe the 21st century trademark office.

And | ast, but not least in our strategic
pl an, we have the issue which we call ed Bose issue
on I|Ds and whether or not ID s practice and the
descriptions of goods and services and
applications and registrations are accurate, and
we're working on a rule for that.

The rule, which will increase the
ability of post-registration examners to ask for
speci nens or evidence in situations where they
t hi nk what they've received is a Section 8 call
for that type of action, that rul e package has
been witten, it's in final form it'll be shared
with the Conmttee in the next week or so, and
then it'll start through the USPTO OVB cl earance
process. But you should all be - you wll all be
recei ving an advanced copy, and, of course, we
al ways | ook forward to comments fromthe TPAC
nmenbers about that. So that's what's going on
with the strategic plan.

W have an upcom ng roundtabl e on
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Decenber 3rd on el ectronic conmunications. CQur
very own Kathryn Barrett Park will be chairing
that roundtable, it's at 1:00. And the purpose of
the roundtable is to tal k about best practices in
the private sector for handling electronic
communi cati ons, both between thenselves and their
clients, and al so between thensel ves and the
USPTO. How do people do it to be efficient, have
good records, et cetera.

We have about ten folks coming in wth a
variety of experiences in the private sector to
tal k about that. W'Il webcast it and we're
hopi ng that other people who have el ectronic
filing and comuni cation issues will listen and
maybe get sone ideas, and we're al so hopi ng that
we'll get ideas fromthis roundtable that can help
us i nprove our systens as we nove towards
Trademar k' s Next Generation.

Already this Commttee, of course, has
contributed by tal king about nultiple email
addresses, to send conmmuni cations out to nultiple

emai | addresses. Again, we think we'll get other
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good ideas, and we're really looking forward to
this roundtable. Perhaps Dana Colarulli wll talk
about the telewdrk |egislation that passed. But
just as a matter of course, we wll be expandi ng
our geographic pilot as we go through tinme once we
work out the requirenents of the legislation. And
trademarks totally supports trademark work at

honme, it's been a real win/wn for the office, |
think it's contributed to our very low attrition
rate and our ability to keep experienced exam ners
who continue to want to do the job and work for

t he USPTO.

The "Trademark Bul lies" study, we have a
mai | box open, it has not received a | ot of
comments, but we think that we will continue to
get comments, and often you don't get themuntil
the very tine that the mail box cl oses.

We're going to be having sone
roundt abl es of this subject matter. The dates and
pl aces haven't been set up, but they will not be
exclusively here in Washington, D.C., so that's

sonething that | think we can | ook forward to,
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t 0o.
Let ne tal k about our consistency issue.
There's been a lot in the bl ogosphere about
consistency in the trademark office. And as you
all know, we have a consistency nail box which is
where we try to solve consistency problens, it's
very easy to find. You get on the web site, click
on trademarks, click on contact us, and the
consistency mailbox is in the list of nmail boxes
that are there when you | ook at contact us.
|"m |l ooking for nmy stats on that. W
get things into the mailbox, but it's pretty
| onely because we don't get a lot into the
consi stency nail box for a variety of reasons.
Nevert hel ess, we have gotten a few
things init and we are using. W opened it June
23, we've received 13 requests, five are ID
rel ated, seven of the 13 were granted, two deni ed,
four were forwarded to the proper place. So this
IS where we are in consistency.
| know sone of the things on the | NTA

bl og have been what's going on, they say they're
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consistent, why aren't they consistent, you know,
but apparently the fol ks haven't submtted their

I ssues to this particular nmail box that are tal king
about this.

And then trademark user feedback, at the
suggestion of this Commttee, we have a user
f eedback mail box on the front trademark page, and
It opened in February, we've had 110 subm ssi ons,
ni ne were positive, 29 were suggestions for
| nprovenents or conplaints, 53 were questions that
shoul d have been directed el sewhere, seven
regardi ng the Madrid Protocol Survey, and two
regardi ng the accuracy of identifications of goods
and services, and ten related to the so called
Bul | y Survey.

We answer all of themthat are
answerable. W forward the ones to the
appropriate place where they need to be forwarded.
But again, considering this period of tine this
has been open, not a |lot of input into this
mai | box, but we have lots of, you know, again, we

continue to try to reach out to people and to hear
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what people have to say and | ook for suggestions
and coments.

And | think that covers all the things
for opening remarks. |If there are any questions,
"' m happy to tal k about them

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Thanks, Lynne. M
guess is that, you know, we'll kind of now just
march through the itens on the agenda, sone of
whi ch you' ve touched on, and we may go into a

little bit nore depth, and if there are any

questions, nmaybe they'll just get flushed out that
way. |'mjust going to kind of take it fromthe
top towards the bottom 1've got first a bucket

of 1ssues under the general rubric of
communi cating the trademark exam ni ng attorneys.
The first one I'll pick out is the status of
anticipated eventual transition to requiring
exam ning attorneys to put their email|l addresses
on office actions, and if you could give us an
update as to where you all stand on that.
COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: | expect that

wi || happen. Wat we're doing right nowis
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wor king on a clear set of instructions for

exam ning attorneys to know what to do in certain
circunstances. For exanple, if the applicant
sends the response to the office action in an
email to the exam ning attorney, we need a clear
set of steps for howto deal with that so we deal
with it consistently across the operation. And
there are sonme other issues, but we continue to
work on that and expect that it wll happen.

CHAI RVAN FARVER  We' || | ook forward to
that. And then we'll go ahead and do the other
email issue. | can't renenber who cane up with
the idea, it may have been you all, but to foster
communi cations that actually nmade contact, adding
to the trademark application form where soneone
m ght be able to state a secondary enai| address,
the idea being that very often, at |east for
firms, the primary enmail address is often an | P@
or a TM@or whatever, but that will usually only
get you to the docket clerk, it won't get you to
the attorney who's prosecuting the application,

and thus, the possibility of adding a second enui
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address that nay be the attorney who filed the
application so that the exam ning attorney nmay
have an easier job of making contact with them
but at the sane tine, having only the primry
bei ng the one that would trigger paper if, for
instance, it fails, and so | wanted to check in
with you all as to what you all are thinking about
t hat .

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: We're
definitely working on that because we think this
I s sonething that would be hel pful to exam ning
attorneys and to the folks that are prosecuting
t he application.

The issue, as you' ve touched on, John,
Is that right now, when we send out an email and
we get a bounce back, we have a procedure for then
sendi ng out paper for that application, to nmake
sure that they get the communication.

We don't want to be in the position of
giving you the possibility of having three enui
addresses and getting three bounce backs and

havi ng an aut omated process that then sends out
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t hree paper office actions, so we're working on
having a primary emai|l address where, if there's a
bounce back on that address, we would send out a
paper office action. Oherw se, bounce backs on
all the other courtesy addresses, that's what
we're calling them would not trigger a paper
response.

So we're figuring out howto do that in
an automated fashion, and that would be a pl an.
And we're hoping that - and this | think was a
suggestion from TPAC, that we do this, and it's
just areally great idea, | think it'll solve sone
probl ens that we have now with setting up phone
calls, making sure that we can contact the
prosecuting attorney directly, | think it will be
a good thing for us to do.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Right, and | think the
sense of TPAC has been as long as the primary gets
t hrough, we don't think paper needs to be
triggered at all if the secondary email address
fails because that's just a courtesy to try to

establish contact. And for those |istening at
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honme, so that we can show all of our math, | think
part of the thinking of TPACis, if it's easier to
establish email communications with the exam ning
attorney, what that mght do is an avoi dance of
t el ephone tag, where you m ght be able to send an
emai | and say, hey, can we chat Wdnesday at 9: 30,
that's not really good for ne, how about Tuesday
at 10: 00, okay, that's fine, do you want ne to
call you or ne call you, vice versa, and you just
cut back on the back and forth that takes the tine
of both parties, the exam ning attorney, so they
can be nore efficient, not constantly having to
get a file, prep up, return a call, you don't get
an answer, and then, of course, on the prosecuting
attorney or individual's end al so.

And that kind of naturally segues into
t he other two communi cations issues, and so |']|
throw themout at the sane tine. The first one is
nmorphed a bit, but | put it on the agenda as
follows: Explore establishing office hours during
whi ch generally one can call a trademark exam ni ng

attorney and have that call answered unl ess
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exam ning attorney is on the phone with soneone
el se.

And related to that, possible changes to
expectations as to when trademark exam ning
attorneys return calls so that such calls will be
made during nornmal working hours Monday through
Friday. | think that's just a general
I ntroduction into what are you all thinking about
the future of phone communi cations of exam ning
attorneys.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  It's of course
very inportant. W are a public service
organi zation, and it's very inportant that we
return phone calls and answer the phone. W're
getting ready to send out guidance on what the
phone rules are to remnd folks. W had phone
training nore than a year ago on how to answer the
phone and what to say and | ots of other things, so
we're going to be rem nding fol ks about that.

W will certainly be encouraging fol ks
to put their - put into their voicemails and on

their office actions tines when they m ght be
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contacted. It would be especially useful on the
voi cemai | because people call and they can hear,
oh, I'mgoing to be avail abl e today between 2:00
and 4: 00, whatever, and so it gives you a real
good i dea of when you can expect to get that
exam ni ng attorney.

Al of those things we're | ooking into.
As Howard will tell you, they have | abor
I nplications, so we're taking kind of a phased
approach to them But again, | amtotally
commtted, and | know Debbie is, too, to custoner
service, this is what we're here for.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: Excel l ent; ny
understanding is that under, | think it's the Ace
Award and ot her things, presently, while there is
an incentive given to a trademark exam ni ng
attorney to utilize the phone, there's not
necessarily an incentive to specifically answer
t he phone, as opposed to always return tel ephone
calls. Returning calls are great, but, you know,
t he person on each end wants to be the one to have

the call at the tinme that suits them You can get
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alittle back and forth. Do you think there may
be a future in sonehow offering an incentive or
sonet hi ng that encourages exam ning attorneys
beyond their professionalismto actually pick up
t he phone when it rings, if, you know, they're
avai lable, if they're not tal king on the phone
wi th soneone el se, as opposed to being in an
approach of all these just receiving calls and
returni ng them when you w sh.

COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Well, it's
certainly sonething we're going to | ook into.
We've just started tal king about it, and |I don't
t hi nk we have a good idea about exactly how we
will do that, but we're certainly willing to | ook
intoit. It's sonmething that, you know, again, |
want people to be good public servants, answer the
phone, resolve the issues, and work with the bar
on their applications, on prosecuting their
applications, they're extrenely inportant, that's
what we're here for. So how we get folks to be
nore responsive is always a good question and one

we'll continue to | ook at.
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CHAI RVAN FARVER. | think there's a
consensus anong the voting nenbers of TPAC that we
woul d like to see a day when there is an incentive
to answer the phone. And we recogni ze, of course,
that that's, in part, a |abor nmanagenent issue
that will have to be worked out. And, Howard, in
case nmany exam ning attorneys are watching, Howard
has been very engaged on that issue and | ooking
out for their interest, so those have not gone
unrepresented as we' ve di scussed those things.

Are there any questions or comments on
emai | phone stuff before | go on down the agenda?
Not seeing any, the next thing we have - by the
way, | failed to nention that the issue we just
covered is one that Bob Anderson has been watching
over for us.

Ji m Johnson has been nonitoring for us
with an update and di scussi on of TPAC concerns
about trademark filings being nmade by online
non-attorney services and/ or non-attorneys worKking
for online services. So what's going on with

t hat ?
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COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: W' ve tal ked
about this nunerous tines, and we have relatively
limted ability to do anything about this. W
report unauthorized practice when we find it to
our OED office. They, in turn, report it to the
state bars, who take action on it. But we have
relatively limted ability to deal with this. So
we do what we can, but we don't have a plan to do
anything nore at this point than we have been
doi ng.

MR. JOHNSON. Lynne, as | read the rule,
and maybe | just don't understand it, | thought
that only Iawers could represent others before
the PTO. When you |l ook at the web sites of
several of the known online trademark people, they
state that they will help you prepare your
application right there on the web site, so it
seens to ne that's proof on its face, at | east
fromthe way | | ook at that, they're engaging the
unaut hori zed practice of |aw before the office,
can we chall enge them on that basis?

COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD:  First of all,
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sone of those sites have | awers working for them
you know, and we're not in the position to
I nvestigate, so there's that issue. Also, we
suspect that we get a nunber of applications that
| ook like they're filed by the applicant, but have
been actually prepared by one of the online
services. Wen it's clear to us that soneone is
engagi ng in the unauthorized practice, through one
means or another, we take action, RCED
I nvesti gates, and then we take the person off, we
send thema letter and tell themwe will not
correspond with them anynore and we'll only
correspond with the applicant, or if the applicant
gets a legal representative, we'll correspond wth
t hem

And again, we report folks to their
state bar. But, again, we have limted authority.
And, you know, | don't see us getting into the
busi ness of investigating these folks, | don't
t hi nk we have the capacity or the statutory
authority to do that.

CHAl RMAN FARVER:  Jim did you have
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anything else? Wile Lynne is the reporter to us
on this issue, this is not Lynne's primry
responsibility, so I'mnot taking Lynne to task.
But | personally feel, and | think this my be a
sense of TPAC, that we hope that the USPTO as a
whol e wi |l becone nore aggressive on this issue,
nore aggressive than it is presently right now
W feel that this is a very serious
I ssue, and it's not just a protect attorneys and
their inconmes issue, it's a consuner protection
I ssue. We would like to see the office | believe
becone nore aggressive in trying to uncover
violations of | think it's Rule 11.5, and feel
that even if it doesn't have the power to
prosecute soneone for unauthorized practice of
| aw, that they can be aggressive in trying to
uncover it and nmaking certain that it's foll owed
up on.
And | will point out that sone of these
services have started to be taken to task by
vari ous state bar organizations for their

activities. And also, one thing we've discussed
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before is trying to get the attention of the
Federal Trade Conm ssi on.

It takes a bi g negaphone to get their
attention because they have limted resources and
don't pursue a reissue, but | think that as | can
tell, unaninously calling the office to use its
standing to try to get the interest of the FTC to
| ook at this issue, because |I think there's a
concern anongst nenbers of TPAC that maybe these
services are not entirely clear as to what they
offer and what they don't offer to consuners, and
we don't want folks to be left high and dry, to be
t hi nking that they're going to be given nore in
the way of clearance or be given nore in the way
of registration prosecution than they're going to.

|'"ve | ooked at those systens or those
services nyself recently, and | felt, for
I nstance, in one case, that it was not entirely
clear as to whether the service was going to be
there with you once the application gets its first
office action, whether they're going to see you

t hrough until the end, and | think that's a
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consuner protection issue.

And so, again, Lynne, we're not picking
on you, because | know that that's the
responsibility of other folks in the office, but |
hope the | eadership of the PTO hears that we think
this is a big issue and it deserves a harder push
than it's receiving right now Does that call up
any other comments from ot her fol ks on TPAC?

MR. LOCKHART: Does the Federal Trade
Commi ssion have a Public Advisory Commttee |ike
the TPAC or the PPAC? |If so, maybe they would
have an interest in urging the FTC to pursue this
mat t er.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: That's a good
guestion. Jim you were about to say sonething?

MR. JOHNSON: | also want to note that a
| ot of exam ning attorneys have conpl ai ned about
the efforts of these online practitioners because
they mark up the works for everybody el se. So,
again, | understand and appreciate the limted
abilities to do it, but let's make sure we explore

al | avenues before we wal k away from chal | engi ng
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this, because it |ooks kind of serious to ne.
Thanks.

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Sure; and one thing |
noti ced when | was investigating these services
recently is, | think when this inpression was
great for the public, is that they don't
understand, is that you can do practically the
sane thing yourself on the USPTO web site.

Now, that doesn't nean that |I'm
encouragi ng a bunch of folks to file pro se
applications, it's certainly your right to do so
and to represent yourself, you may or nay not fal
i nto pot holes, but, you know, for instance, the
service will offer for a price of over $100 to do
a direct hit conflict search for you before they
file your application, and you can just go to TEAS
and type in the exact mark you want and do that
yoursel f and save over $100 and have a very quick
answer .

O, for exanple, |I've actually gone
t hrough one of their filing processes to take a

| ook at it, and, you know, it's not that different
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than just using TEAS or TEAS Plus in answering the
guestions directly on it, they're just popul ating
it into those forns. |In sone cases, |'d say that
the services that they offer may be a little | ess
word intensive, and so they may appear to be a
little less stressful, but ultimately it's filling
in the sane forns, and they don't really give you
t he additional gui dance beyond the very robust
gui dance that's already on TEAS and TEAS PI us,
because t hrough work such as Lynne's been worKking
on videos and all these pop-up w ndows and stuff,
you get explanations, that stuff is there already.

And so | think one m sinpression that
the public may get getting is that this service is
of fering sonething that the PTO doesn't already
offer. And so I'mjust, again, very concerned
that the public may be not fully understanding the
val ue proposition that they're getting. So sorry
to get on ny soapbox about that. Anynore on that
| ssue before we go on to the next one?

The next one is the Deadwood issue, and

that is, update regardi ng ensuring accurate
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prescriptions of goods and services, i.e.,

m ni m zi ng deadwood, especially in the wake of the
Federal Circuit decision in In Re: Bose Corp. And
we wanted to know where you all stand in your
process of that. | think you all may be working
on setting the table to do sone studying.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes, we have a
rule that you guys will be getting in the next
coupl e of weeks to change the process, to change
the ability of post registration exam ners
slightly to give themnore ability to request
speci nens when sonet hing | ooks suspicious or to
ask for nore information if they don't really
under stand what they're seeing in the Section 8
affidavit.

Once that is done, then we will be
comng back to this Commttee and asking them we
want to do a study to see what really the Deadwood
percentage of issue is in post registration, there
are a nunber of different ways we can do that, and
we'll come back to this Commttee to tal k about

that, to find out what you all think is the best
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way to proceed in this issue.

W want to make sure we do sonething
that's nmeani ngful, and, of course, the best way to
do that is to get input from people that actually
work in the area, so that's the plan at this
poi nt .

CHAl RVAN FARMER: Kathryn Barrett Park
I's our | eader on this issue. She's done a |ot of
work on it, too. Kathryn, if you have any
guestions or comments, |'ll turn the floor over to
you since you' ve been | eading us on this.

M5. PARK: No, | think we agree that a
study is the next right step. And | take it,
Lynne, that the rulemaking is sort of the pil ot
that we had tal ked about, for want of a better
word, |ast tine.

COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD:  The rul emaki ng
sets us up to do the pilot. So that's what the

rule - that's why we're waiting on this rule, and,

again, we'll have it out soon. |[|'ve tal ked about
it to lots of different people. | don't think
it's anything that will raise anybody's eye, but
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one never knows when you propose a rule. | think
It doesn't make nuch of a chance except to give a
little nore ability of post registration exam ners
to ask nore pointed questions when the situation
arises that they mght want to do that.

M5. PARK: One other question | had is,
when we were in Phoenix at the | NTA neeting and |
attended the subcomm ttee neeting, that group and
| think other I|IP organizations and other users
have put in comments on the long |ist of possible
suggestions that canme out, and | wondered where
t hose ot her suggestions are, are they just on hold
until the study is done?

For exanple, |INTA was in support of
havi ng sort of increased sol emmi zation of the form
and a checklist and things like that, and |
haven't | ooked at what the other groups and ot her
comment s have been, but where are those right now?

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  We're tal king
to the IT fol ks about having a check box for each
itemin the post registration, whether or not that

woul d be a good idea. W're trying to get to
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chatting wth the Canadi ans about their Section
45, what they don't and do |i ke about it, because
we've heard a variety of things. At the |INTA
subcomm ttee, sonebody said | used it and it was
great, so sonebody with actual experience, you
know, so that's one thing.

But we've also tal ked to peopl e that
went, oh, you don't want to do that, it doesn't
work very well, well, the question is why not, can
It be tweaked. So we've got a call into the
Canadi an office to see if we can figure out what
t hey think about this procedure.

The other itens on the checklist are,
we're tal king about theminternally, about how to
do them and how to go forward wth them they
haven't been forgotten. And, of course, we're
reading I NTA's comments and ot her comments that
we've gotten, and | think it's fair to say from
readi ng the conments we've gotten, everyone wants
the register to have as nuch integrity as
possi ble. The second thing is, they don't want to

do that by having to have lots and | ots of

additional work in their boxes. And so the idea
here will be to do this pilot, and then if we
think there's a problem to figure out howto
solve the problemw thout let's say causing
probl ens for the innocent, you know, unless it's
absol utely necessary.

So there are sone things that we have to
find out, and, of course, it's a plan as we go
down the road. And | feel certain that trademarks
and this commttee will work wi sely together to do
It the right way.

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Just to provide sone
transparency to the public as to where TPAC is on
this, we on TPAC have | ooked at a | ot of the ideas
that canme out of that roundtable that Kathryn
participated on, Mary was at, | participated on,
and other fol ks on TPAC were not there to put in
their two cents.

There are different views. Sone people
woul d like to keep things pretty nuch as it is,
sone people, like ne, typically aggressive, want

to see every good and service proven, and the way
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we' ve decided to approach this, and pl ease correct
me if | msstate it, is to stand back and wait and
see how that study | ooks so we can see whet her we
have a big problemor a small problem |If there's
just a little bit of Deadwood in there that

woul dn't call for a sledgehamrer approach, if
there's a ot of Deadwood in there, then there may
be the basis for nore significant changes to
trademark practice that could effect people's cost
and expense, and we're just going to stand by so

that we don't cone forward advocating the w ong

si zed approach to the problem and so we'll be
cautious, and we'll look forward to hearing back
as to how the picture | ooks and we'll address it

then. Kathryn, is that a fair statenent?

M5. PARK: Absolutely, yes.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: Next we have an update
regardi ng any possi ble changes to trademark fees
such as for paper or electronic filing. And
El i zabet h Pearce has been our fee study |ady and
so she's really been on top of this issue, so off

to you. |I'mjust giving you, Elizabeth, a heads
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up.
COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes, we have a
rule that we're witing right now for a charge for
paper filings, again, that should be com ng out,
and probably soon after you see the post
registration rule, you'll see this paper fee rule
nore to encourage people to file electronically
t han anything el se, but al so because we recognize
t hat processi ng paper costs us extra noney, SO
that rule is in progress, and we plan to bring it
out in the next nonth or so.
In terms of changes to trademark fees, this is a
guestion - this is really a big policy question from
nmy standpoint at least. Wen we |ook at fees and we
change fees, we usually like to have a reason for
doing that. And one of the guiding principals over
the years has been, the nost inportant thing we do is,
gi ve people notice of who clains rights and what.
So we strike to keep our application fee | ow so that
nore people are encouraged to file and put their mark
on the register. This has been one of our guiding

principals, and we continue to enbrace that.
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When we | ooked at the paper fee, we were tal king
about, yes, it's nore noney to process paper, but from
the policy standpoint, it's also better for the bar
and the office and people who use our systens to
encourage nore electronic filing because it encourages
t he accuracy and the speed of information getting into
t he database. Again, we don't have anythi ng agai nst
changing fees, we also have to | ook at the economc
| andscape and what's goi ng to happen in the next
coupl e of years, but changing our fees is sonething
where we think we have to have a di scussi on about what
It is we want to acconplish with the change of fees,
and that's kind of the whole picture fromny
st andpoi nt .
CHAl RVAN FARMER: El i zabet h, do you have

any thoughts on this? |'mespecially interested

in Elizabeth's thoughts, because while this issue

I s devel oping, Elizabeth won't be here several

nont hs down the road as things develop, and so |I'm

very interested in what she's been thinking about

t he issue.

M5. PEARCE: | think Lynne covered a | ot
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of what we discussed in subcommttee yesterday
about this. It's very nuch an issue in progress.
The paper filing issue, trying to encourage
people, to drive people toward doing el ectronic
filings is very inportant, and that's been
successful nore and nore, that is exactly what's
bei ng done, there are fewer and fewer paper
filings out there.

But what we'd like to do is, for the
sake of the integrity of the register, and I think
Lynne expressed that well, get as many things into
the register as quickly as possible and keep the
fees |l ow so people will file. One thing I would
like to add to that is, |I think it's also
I nportant to make it econom cally reasonable for
themto renew existing registrations, because
we've got common law rights in the United States.
A lot of tinmes people, if they're having economc
| ssues or budgetary issues, may choose not to
renew and rely on their common | aw rights instead.

| don't think that that is the best

possi bl e solution for the trademark office. So
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one thing I would urge the trademark office to
consi der is whether or not there are any econonic
| nperatives on renewal fees also, and to nmake sure
that we do not nmake that process onerous for
peopl e, and thereby, encourage them not to renew
and to rely on the common |aw rights, that was
sonet hi ng we di scussed yesterday a great deal and
| think they' re aware of that.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Thank you.

M5. PEARCE: | don't know that there's
anything else. | see that Nabil is here, |
t hanked himearlier and he was not in the room
He did sone beautiful charts yesterday which
expl ained a | ot about what the cost of various
filing stages are. This is sonething that Janes
Conley is going to continue to stay on top of, and
| think we've nade a | ot of progress. And that
was the only other thing I could think of that we
covered that Lynne didn't nmention was the renewal
f ees.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: The only other thing |

can think of on fees, and | think it nmay have been
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mentioned in passing, is that | think that there
I S strong unani nous TPAC support for maybe a
surcharge on all paper filings. And | think that
what you all were seeing was that you can never
make up how nuch nore paper costs because of what
It does to the system and so we really are trying
to not only cover the cost of those filings, but
encourage folks to use the electronic system

M5. PEARCE: Yes, | would like to point
out that, yes, the paper surcharge is not going
to, by any neans, cover the additional cost. It
Is purely a neasure to continue to encourage
people to go to electronic filings when possi bl e,
whi ch are very conveni ent and work very well. M
of fi ce does everything electronically now and it
wor ks beautifully. W are big believers in TEAS
Plus, which | think is a great system and | woul d
encour age everyone to use that. And anything el se
that you file in subsequent prosecution or in post
registration, do it electronically, it's really
very, very easy, you get inmedi ate response back,

you get that receipt. Once you do it, you'l
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t hi nk, gosh, why was | ever doing it any other
way? It's a great system and | hope everyone
continues to use it.

MR. LOCKHART: | just wanted to echo
El i zabet h's coment about taking a closer |ook at
the cost of renewals, because at the present tine,
unl ess |'ve got ny nunbers wong here, one can
register a mark if you use TEAS Plus for $275 per
class, but torenewit, it's $500 per class, and
that just seens like a pretty big difference.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER:  Anyt hi ng el se on t hat
Issue? All right. The next one I think we may
have covered fully, but just in case we didn't,
the status of the Trademark Bully Study, | think,
Lynne, you gave us the update, Timis our chanpion
of that; did you have anything, Tinf

MR. LOCKHART: | have nothing further.
| think Lynne touched on it in her opening remarks
and | have nothing to add.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Yes, | was just
checking the thing off the list as we go down.

And we may have entirely covered this one, but
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"Il read it out just in case. Sone quality

| ssues, discussion regarding the excellent first
office action initiative. |I'mnot sure if that's
the sane thing as the new quality benchmark or
not, and any ot her prograns that target
substantive quality of office actions. You may
have al ready covered that one fully.

COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD: | think so, but
| think I have covered it, but |'m happy to answer
guestions if there are questions.

CHAl RVAN FARMER: | don't know t hat
there are any questions. Bob is our quality
chanpi on; anything fromyou, Bob?

MR. ANDERSON: No, | don't have anyt hi ng
further that would add to what Lynne sai d.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: kay, wonderful, okay.
Vell, we're just ticking right along. Let's see,
this is the general just oversight stuff, report
on current trademark office, speed and quality
perfornmance netrics. Lynne has given us -
certainly tell us about it, but she gave us, you

know, the chart in advance, and it appears to ne
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that everything is right where it should be, but,
Lynne, 1'll let you add anything to that you want
to.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes, | think
the - looking at the end of the year statistics,
we were two- tenths of one percent under our final
action conpliance neasure. It was within the
error rate, but it was at 96.8 instead of 97
percent. On E-governnent, we raised our total
nunber of disposals. The nunber of disposals
handl ed totally electronically has risen nowto 68
percent, which is great, because it neans people
are nore and nore using the electronic systens.

And our pendency nunbers are right on
target, we're at three nonths for first action
pendency, and di sposal pendency is at 13 nonths
for files with inter parties and suspended cases.
And for the pendency cases without inter parties
or suspended cases, it's 10.5 nonths, again, |
expect that to go down.

And when you | ook at the productivity

and quality nmeasures for our staffing
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organi zations within the trademark organi zati on,
what our |egal instrunent exam ners do, what our

I ntent to use paral egals do, what our processing
paral egals do with pre-exam and post registration,
all of those areas are neeting our quality goals
and neeting their pendency goals, all of themare
ticking al ong.

W' ve seen trenendous i nprovenent in
those staffing organi zati ons, and we've seen
trenmendous i nprovenent in those staffing
organi zati ons over the past couple of years, we've
rolled out work at hone for many of them and this
has proved to be a benefit for themand for the
office. So | really see that throughout the
organi zation, all of our organizational statistics
are |l ooking really good for quality and really
good for tineliness.

M5. PEARCE: |'d especially like to
comend the ITU unit. | just wanted to say thank
you to the ITU unit, they've really inproved their
pendency since |ast we net.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: W have a ghost in the
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machi ne. Let's see, next one, status of TPAC
goal, get the Oficial Gazette published in HTM
rather than PDF. And it requires trenendous
concentration. W have soneone deliberately

t hrowi ng people off guard.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: Right. The
goal of getting the HTM. for the Oficial Gazette
is one that | think wll acconplish in Trademarks
Next Gen. We haven't got it on the plate right
now. The best we could do is inprove the
downl oadi ng speed of the Oficial Gazette. But we
hear you | oud and clear and we think this is
sonet hing that woul d be beneficial to tradenark
owners, and so it's in the cue, so that's the best
| can do on that.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER:  Yes, excellent, and
it's gotten better. | nmean they've gotten the
file size down, and so it does downl oad better,
and we understand that you've got technol ogi cal
limtations that just keep you fromgetting there
ri ght away, and while we're pushing towards the

goal, we realize you can't just nmake it happen

M5. PARK: No, | was just going to echo
that it's really gotten a |ot better already, so
t hank you.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Good, yes,

t hank you for the folks in the office, Craig and
ot hers, who realize what is happening, so that's
great .

MR LOCKHART: W did talk about this a
little bit yesterday in the IT Sub Conmttee, and
t he feedback we got was, publishing the OG and
HTML coul d be done once the TMEP upgrade is
conplete, and it's really a question of what is
the priority of this for the tradenmark operation.
| nmean the higher priority it is, the sooner it
could be done. And, frankly, | did not know the
answer to that as far as where it falls in the
relative priority, maybe that's sonething, Lynne,
t hat you coul d address.

COWMM SSI ONER BERESFORD: | don't know

where it on the priority list either. W're far
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from having the TMEP, however. | nean a new TMEP
was posted, and just for everyone's information,
we al so have archived copies of earlier TMEP' s on
the web site. But we are far from and this is
anot her topic further down, we are far from
getting the TMEP in a formthat is fully
searchabl e and easily changed and nmai ntai ned, so
t hat when that happens, then perhaps we'll - and,
for nme, I think the TMEP was consi dered the nore
| nportant goal here, maybe it shouldn't be, but
that's what we've been | ooking at as the higher
goal .

MR. LOCKHART: You're absolutely
correct, that was the inpression | had yesterday,
fromyesterday's neeting, that the TMEP upgrade is
the nore inportant goal, and then they said after
that, they could take a | ook at the OG and how
soon after the TMEP upgrade they | ook at the OG
was really just a matter of how badly the
trademark operation wanted it. So they may be
| ooki ng for sone additional feedback from your

office on that.
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COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes.

CHAIl RMAN FARVER: | think to add on top
of what Timjust said, we feel |ike the question
was sort of posed for us, but we didn't know
everything else on the list, so we could
nmeani ngful ly say, well, it should be high, |ow or
m ddl e because we woul dn't know where we're
butting in relative to other tasks and so we'l|
just rely on your organization to slight it where
you think it's appropriately slighted, if that's a
fair statenent.

And since we're on the TMEP, why don't
we go ahead and go there. | had known the
di scussi on of progress towards the TPAC goal s,
having it continuously up-to-date, and you' ve just
reported you all have just put out a new revision,
whi ch i s good.

And also, | knowit's been a goal of
yours to eventually get to being able to have a
parall el w ki one, and so maybe you can let the
fol ks listening at honme know as to where that

st ands.
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COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD: | don't think
much progress has been nade on the w ki TNMEP. |
t hi nk what we - and |'m not sure nuch progress has
been nade on having the TMEP - having an editor
for the TMEP that's useful that we can quickly
update it or update it on a regular basis, nore
regularly than once a year, but that's still on
the wish list for OCIO to acconplish. So | don't
know when that will happen, but it's still on the
list.

CHAl RMAN FARVER:  And it's ny
under standi ng there, to flush out what you just
said, is that it's technological hurdles, it's not
just sonething that the trademark operation hasn't
done, it's just technologically the path has not
been paved.

And |'ve been hearing that there may be
sone new tool available that you could use for the
TMEP, | can't renenber its nane, but |I'm hearing
that it's not going to enable the w ki that you
desire to achieve, that it's going to be nore |ike

a bl og where you can post blog comments, which is
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nice and nmaybe useful, but it's not the goal - it
doesn't enable the goal you're trying to reach.
Did | kind of get that right?

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes, there is a
tool that was devel oped for the patent side of the
house and it is a very nice tool and it will do
exactly the kind of things you' re talking about,
but it isn't particularly well suited for we think
t he kind of comments you would want to collect on
a |l egal docunent |ike the Trademark Manual of
Exam ni ng Procedure, but it a very - it's a tool
that was | think denmped to the subcommttee
yesterday and it's a very - it's an interesting
tool, and again, devel oped for patents, but, of
course, we can use it, too, and so this is
sonething that will be avail able we think
relatively soon.

MR. LOCKHART: And there could be sone
utility toit. As Lynne says, it's not, you know,
the wi ki version, but it has sone useful ness.

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Right, and | think,

Tim tell me if I get this wong, but I think the
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sense of TPACis it's, you know, it's a nice tool
and we welcone it, but we still hope that at the
appropriate tine, when it's the appropriate use of
resources, that we will get the wki capability
and that the office won't see this tool as having
checked that box.

MR. LOCKHART: That's correct.

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Anyt hing el se on TMEP
before | roll on down the road? |'mgoing to skip
back up to I, and | think this is probably sort of
li ke the Oficial Gazette thing. But just so we
can keep the public infornmed, it said discussion
of progress toward the TPAC goal of having
el ectronic certificates of registration wth an
option to obtain a paper certificate.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes, | think
this will be sonething that cones in with
Trademark' s Next Generation. There are so nany
things that we've put forward as part of
Trademar ks Next Ceneration, and there's a
relatively, you know, there's only so nuch

bandwidth in OCIOto deliver, so this is on the
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delivery list, but it's not sonething that we
expect to see any tine real soon, so --

MR. LOCKHART: [If | can just ask a
question. Was this issue, getting electronic
certificate with a paper option, was that put into
the list of requirenments for Trademark's Next
Generation?

COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD: | believe it is
in that long list of things. Wen you use the
term"requirenents”, you're using a technical
term which we've given a list of things that we'd
| i ke, technically those aren't requirenents,
because as CCIOw |l tell you, the requirenents
are a very specific list of things and so on and
so forth, so it's sonething we've asked for, but
it is not a requirenent.

MR. LOCKHART: | stand corrected, thank
you for that. But it is on the list of things
that we would ideally like to have, so if we don't
get it before Trademark's Next Generation, we'll
get it as part of Trademark's Next CGeneration?

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: | woul d t hi nk
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so, yes.

CHAl RVAN FARMER: W only have two nore
agenda itens for Lynne. And |I'mthinking we
di scussed maybe these woul d be nore appropriately
asked during the OCIO part, but 1'll just check.
One was on maybe changi ng the handl i ng of
trademark assignnents and the other was the
potential use of CAPTCHA technol ogy for using tess
and tory databases such as that. Lynne, if you
have coments to go wth those, although | think I
ki nd of get the inpression that we need to ask
soneone el se nmainly on that.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Yes, the
assi gnnent operation is assessnment in OClO for
many years, and John Oaens or soneone from his
shop woul d be able to answer the questions about
fax and al so about CAPTCHA.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: | certainly think
| eaving the CAPTCHA issue for OCl O woul d be a good
| dea, but there was one thing that canme up
yesterday that | did not understand, and maybe

Lynne or soneone el se could enlighten us on this,
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what we were told in the IT subcommttee is, as
far as sending the notice of recordation of
assignnents out by email instead of fax, that
coul d be done pretty easily froma technol ogi cal
standpoint. But there was an issue about sending
out by email notice of recordation of assignnent
of a docunent that reflected patent application
nunbers, not nunbers of issued patents, nothing to
do with trademark, but the application nunbers for
pendi ng patent applications, and that was news to
me; is that sonething that anybody coul d address?

COW SSI ONER BERESFORFD: Wl |, perhaps
sonebody fromthe patent organization can talk
about that. Wy that's hol ding back tradenark
assi gnnents, one doesn't know, but that's news to
me, too, | have no idea. And | don't know how
faxing themout - well, | don't know.

MR, LOCKHART: We discussed that, too.
| mean | don't understand, if you can send it out
by fax, why couldn't you do it by email, but nmaybe
that - and I don't know who woul d be the

appropriate person to | ook at that, but --
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COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD: W have a
vol unt eer.

CHAl RVAN FARMER: Step right up and
I ntroduce yourself, please.

MR. CANNON: |'m Gary Cannon from
Trademarks. And | did neet [ast week with
assignnents on this topic. So | can't really
speak for themas far as when they can do it or
anything, but they did see that technically it
woul d be rather straight forward, send out the
emai |, and that they had to clear certain issues,
and one of themthey wanted to consi der was
whet her or not any of the data m ght al so include
any sort of patent data, as well as trademark
data. And they were just going to clear it, it's
not that it was raised as an issue that it
couldn't be done, | believe that it - since '95,
the office has accepted trademark assignnents as
separate frompatents, but they just wanted to
cl ear the issue.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Don't take off quite

yet. Tim did | pick up on this correctly
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yesterday when you all were briefing us on it? |
thi nk presently the assignnent docunents

t hensel ves are not posted online, right, it's just
the record of the assignnent?

MR. LOCKHART: Yes, that's ny
understanding. You can see the record title to
what ever the trademark docunents are, but you
don't see the actual assignnent docunents. W did
tal k about maki ng them visible.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER:  And | think especially
because | think presently they're just taken on
face value, the office does not get into the neat
of the assignnent and nake a judgnent as to
whet her it's an effective assignnent or so forth
or so on.

MR. LOCKHART: And | don't think that's
goi ng to change.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: Right, and |I'm not
saying it should, but where |I was going wth that
Is that if those can eventually be put online,
since the office doesn't examne them so to

speak, it nay be a public service to have them
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posted publicly so that soneone trying to assess a
chain of title can do that assessnent nore
accurately.

MR. LOCKHART: (Gary tal ked about this a
little bit. You said you needed to run sone
per formance testing?

MR. CANNON: Yes, this is another topic
that | brought up when | talked to the assignnents
people. They said they needed to run sone
performance testing, they said that it's sonething
that coul d be done, exposing those docunents on
the internet, but that they would want to run a
perfornmance test before they did it to nake sure
that they could neet the capacity needs or if they
had to make any adj ustnents.

MR. LOCKHART: Then | guess one way to
nove forward woul d be, perhaps we could ask that
by the next TPAC neeting, that sonebody take a
| ook at this issue about whether or not any of the
patent related i nformati on woul d be exposed by
sendi ng out a notice of recordation by email and

whet her or not the bandw dth and the conputer
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resources and so forth would permt the view ng of
t he actual assignnent docunents.

M5. DENI SON: Yes, | |earned yesterday
that if you file a trademark recordati on sheet for
assignnents, it doesn't automatically fill in the
ownership data if you file nore than nine
properties, | believe, and so | would just like to
make sure that when we're going through this whole
changeover, that soneone |ook at that to see if
that technical difficult can be handl ed, because
It's inportant for the database to be correct when
people look for - they do an owner search, they'd
| i ke to know what people really own, not if it was
the 10th or 11th or 12th property, then it didn't
show up, so that would be very helpful | think to
users.

COWM SSI ONER BERESFORD:  Does t hat
I nformati on appear on the web site, that there's a
limt to how many - no, because that woul d be
sonet hing that should just be on the web site so
peopl e understand what the limtations are.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: So | guess the
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practice that conmes out of this is, always nake
your trademark assignnent a separate schedul e so
you don't have to put up a bunch of business
details on what could becone a public docunent.
Ckay. Anything else on that issue? Before we
take a little break, any other questions or
comments from TPAC nenbers on trademark operation

stuff generally? Anything fromour folks visiting

here today? | don't think anyone in cyberspace is
going to talk to us yet. In that case, we'll take
a five mnute break and we'll cone back and visit

wi th Judge Rogers of the TTAB.
( Recess)

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: We wi Il now have a
di scussion with the TTAB representative regarding
TTAB matters. Gerard Rogers. Mary Boney Deni son
I s our chanpion on TTAB stuff, and so as hard as
It Is, I"'mgoing to defer to Mary to |let her Kkind
of drive us through this, and then when | can't
resist it anynore, |I'll junp in at the end with
ot her questi ons.

MR. ROGERS: And an abl e chanpi on she's
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been. | think she's kept nmy feet to the fire
during ny |ast year as acting chief, so you can
rest assured she's been doing her job. The first
Itemon your |list, the status report on the com ng
appoi nt nent of a new TTAB Chi ef Judge, the front
of fice has done all of the heavy lifting that they
need to do to get the position filled. | think
the candi dates that they had sel ected were not SES
menbers, so there is requirenents that people be
vetted through the Ofice of Personnel Managenent,
and that process is going on now, and | suspect
that it'll all be wapped up sonetine very soon,
but | think that's about all we can say on that
subj ect.

On a subject of other judges, as you
know, we have hired two judges in this year,
Angel a Lykos and Frances Wl fson. Angela - well,
| couldn't say that one of themwas hired in
particular to replace Al Drost, but one of the
two. We hired the two because we had to fill the
position vacated by Al Drost at the begi nning of

the year, and we hired two of them because we al so
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anticipated the vacancy that woul d be created when
Paul a Hairston retired.

And since our |ast neeting, Judge
Hairston did, in fact, retire. So the fact that
she's retired does not nean we are considered to
have anot her vacancy, a judge vacancy to be
filled, because that was antici pated and was taken
care of when we hired Angel a Lykos and Frances
Wbl f son.

We do know that, because of the age of
our ATJ staff and their experience and tine in the
office, we'll probably be expecting additional
retirenents in the com ng cal endar year. How many
and when, | can't really say. But at this point
in time, based on the objective neasures that |
see, whoever is the Chief Judge wll probably be
repl aci ng judges as they retire, assum ng that we
are able to do so under the continuing resolution
that the office nay be operating under.

Because we do have, as we w || discuss
In a nonent when we get to TTAB statistics, a

grow ng backlog of finals awaiting decision. So
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based on the objective neasurenents that we have,
we're doing fine wwth the paral egal work, we're
doing fine with the attorney work, our staffing
| evel s appear to be appropriate there, but we have
fallen behind on getting final decisions on the
nerits out, primarily because we had far nore
j udges working on the revision of the manual than
we did others nenbers of the board' s personnel
group.

So we hope to fill those positions as
t hey becone vacant and work off that grow ng
backl og of cases awaiting final decision. But
that's probably about all there is to say on
hiring plans, if you wll, right now

Since we've nentioned that those hiring
pl ans are influenced or have been influenced by
the revision work on the TBMP, | guess we can go
Into that unless there are any questi ons about
hiring plans. As we discussed in subconmttee
yesterday, we have nmade great progress, even since
two weeks ago when | sent out a chart to you al

about the conpletion of the board' s work and the
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solicitor's office review on the various chapters
of the manual, and so as of yesterday, when the
subcomm ttee net, we had a full sheet of
checkmar ks on our table, which was a great visual
| think.

And basically what that neans is that
the board and the solicitor's office, we have
finished our work revising the content of all of
the chapters of the manual, so that's a great step
to have achi eved.

W' ve al so sat down and had sone
prelimnary work done with the Cl O on getting the
Word docunents, each chapter of the manual as a
separate Wrd docunent, getting them converted
into XM., which will serve as the springboard for
posting the manual on the web in two versions,
both an HTM. version and a PDF version.

As we discussed in the subcommttee
yesterday, CIOis working on the final stages of
the RDVMS system the Reference Docunent Managenent
System if | have the acronymor initialism

correct, and I'mtold that the board's manual w ||
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be the first manual for the office that wll be
depl oyed under the RDMS system and it wll be
followed by future revisions of the MPP and the
TMEP, when they're ready to | aunch down the road.
So in sonme respects, we're a bit of a guinea pig,
the board' s manual or procedure will be a little
bit of a guinea pig working through this OClH O RDMS
system but presumably will get a | ot of

I ndi vidual i zed attention then to nake sure that it
all goes well.

We did have a neeting with a contractor
who was wor king on the conversion process to
convert the Wrd docunents into XM., and we've had
a test conversation done on one of our shorter
chapters, so that chapter is now being reviewed to
make sure that the conversion process didn't
corrupt any of the content or the text and that
everyt hi ng | ooks good.

And again, this is just the conversion
of the Word docunment into XM.. And if that
process works well, we will then nove on and

convert all the other chapters into XML to get
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themready so that when this RDMS systemis up and
runni ng, and we hope that CCIO wi |l have that up
and running by the end of the year or early in
January, we can then take all of the XM. docunents
that we've created and nove theminto the RDVS
system and get ready for our work to have the
manual posted in both HTM. and PDF. Now,
concurrently with this work we're doing with CIO
on the technical end, we will have to get content
cl earances, and so the first thing we'll do is,
when we finish the index of changes and summary of
- narrative summary of what's been revised in the
manual, we will be running that by Deputy D rector
Bar ner and answeri ng any questions that she and
her staff have about the revision of the manual.
Now t hat the reorganization is official
and we're reporting directly to the front office,
that will be our next clearance step. And then
once we've discussed the manual wth Deputy
Director Barner and her staff, we wll then go on
to seek the OVB cl earances that are necessary for

gui dance docunents that are issued by the office.
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I"'mtold fromattorneys in general |aw,
t hat based on the good working relationship the
office has wth the OVB desk officer, as evidenced
by the cl earance that was obtained for the recent
revision of the TMEP, that it should be a
rel atively snoboth process for us.

And so, again, we'll be working on those
content clearances at the sane tine that we're
wor ki ng on the technol ogi cal conversion that we
need to conplete so we can get the manual up on
the web in the formthat everybody wants it to be
there in. And we al so discussed yesterday the
schedul e for revisions, and there is |I think sone
concern that we not have too nuch judge tine spent
on mai ntai ning the nmanual and revising the nmanual
nmovi ng forward, because all of the judge tine
spent on revising it now has contributed in sone
sense to the backlog of cases that we have
awai ting final decision.

So we're thinking probably sem -annual
revisions to get in precedential decisions that

have i ssued and perhaps nore frequent targeted
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revisions if, under this new RDMS system it's as
agile as we're being led to believe, and can nake
nore targeted revisions as nay be necessary based
on changes in the federal rules or based on
deci sions that nay cone down fromthe federal
circuit. But that's where we stand on the manual .
M5. DENISON. | want to say that we're
delighted, all of TPAC is delighted that the
TTAB' s work has been conpleted. | guess the only
thing left to be done is the summary by Ms. Lykos
on - that's being done this week. And so in terns
of your involvenent, the work is done, and we're
delighted that that has happened. W are
di sappoi nted, we had hoped that this project would
be conpleted by the end of the fiscal year, in
Septenber, and it's now looking like it won't
really be online until the end of the second
quarter, in fiscal year - in order words in Mrch,
so that is a disappointnent, but it's done, and
we're just going through the approvals, and so the
users will be thrilled when this is up, because

this is a big beef that there hasn't been one in
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si x years, so everyone will be very, very happy
when this finally gets up, and |I'mdelighted that
the TTAB has finished its job, and they nade huge
progress between the | ast TPAC neeting and this
one to get it done, so thank you for all your hard
wor k, and the anobunt of tine spent on this was
just unbelievable, so now you can get back to
writing decisions.

MR. ROGERS: Yes. | did nention that to
all of the judges when | had themin a full judge
staff neeting | ast week, that we have quite a few
I nter partes cases. As you know, our final
deci sions are on ex parte appeals and on inter
partes cases, and we keep a running spreadsheet of
cases based on the date they're ready for a
deci sion, and so when a judge requests an
assi gnnent of work, cases to work on, it could be
ex parte cases, it could be inter parte cases, and
| explained to themin this neeting that we had
quite a few inter partes cases awaiting final
deci sion and that they should request them sooner

rather than later to try and work through sone of
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t hem bef ore everyone starts taking their |eave in
Decenber. So hopefully we'll be able to get a
little bit of a head start for next cal endar year.
Decenber is traditionally a little bit of a slow
month | think for production, as a | ot of people
end up taking their use or |ose |eave, but
hopefully we'll be getting sone work out of our
judges before they start taking the use or |ose

| eave, and then they'll hit the ground running in
January.

M5. DENI SON:  Yes, and TPAC under st ands
that you're not going to do nonthly updates, it's
a painin the neck, it takes up way too nuch tine,
and | think that - ny sense is that TPACis fully
supportive of sem -annual updates, and, you know,
you can work that out however you want, how often
you have to neet, you know, to do that, but |
think that twice a year woul d be great.

MR. ROGERS. Yes. O course, we may
have a group of individual chapter chanpions, if |
can borrow a termfromthe TPAC, to neet

peri odi cally throughout the year just to discuss
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the status of the chapters that they're overseeing
I n cases that have issued and any rul es changes
that may have occurred and whet her they warrant
consi deration for revisions, but again, those
periodic neetings would just feet into these
sem - annual revisions.

M5. DENISON. Right. And as you know,
TPAC had supported the hiring of a full-tine
person to work on this, and that did not happen,
so we would very nuch |ike to stay in the |oop as
to whether it's causing problens to have the
judges involved in this on a regular basis, and if
it's slow ng things down too much because we're

wlling to take up that fight again if it's

necessary.
MR, ROGERS: Yes.
M5. DENI SON: Thank you.
MR. ROGERS:. Thank you. And before we
| eave the topic, | did just want to also publicly

acknow edge that the solicitor's office not only
reviews our precedential decisions, but they also

revi ewed every chapter in the nmanual, and
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basically that was two people, Christina Hieber
and Tom Shaw, and they did really good work, nade
a lot of thoughtful comments.

They hel ped us get out the quality
precedenti al decisions that we issue, and they
al so hel ped us trenendously with the nmanual. So |
just - they kind of operate behind the scenes, and
you're not often aware that they're doing a | ot of
| nportant work besides defending the Ofice of the
Federal Circuit, but they do provide a | ot of
support | think to TTAB. Next subject,
accel erated case resolution. As | noted on the
one page, or two page statenment of statistics that
| had sent a few weeks ago, for the last two
fiscal years, we were getting about one ACR case a
quarter submtted for review and for issuance of a
final decision.

But in the fourth quarter of the
recently closed fiscal year, for whatever reason,
we had an expl osion and we had five cases
submtted for issuance of final decisions as ACR

cases.
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W' re hopeful that all of the tal k that
we' ve been doi ng about ACR and all of the
publicity that TPAC has been giving the ACR
process, the information we've put up on our web
site, that all of this together is having a
positive effect and | eading practitioners to
consi der ACR as an option.

' m hopeful that that increase during
the fourth quarter of FY '10 was not a blip and
that we'll continue to see nore cases pursued
t hrough ACR, and |'m hopeful that that's going to
happen. And, of course, we do have, and we
recei ved through the TPAC the Al PLA submni ssi on,
the plug and play options. | was discussing with
a nenber of another organi zation, another bar
organi zati on whose initials shall remain anonynous
at this point in tine because they have to vet
their thinking on this up the line, but there may
be ot her plug and play options com ng from ot her
groups who have | ooked at the Al PLA suggestions
and are now thinking, you know, that there may be

sone holes they'd like to fill or there's sone
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addi tional suggestions they'd like to nake.

And so | think we were discussing in the
subcomm ttee yesterday how we m ght reach out to
ot her organi zations and try and get additi onal
suggestions that we can eventually put up on the
web site as a whole |itany of possible plug and
play options, but while it nay be a little sl ow
getting this response, | think we'll be likely to
get sone nore.

M5. DENISON: | was delighted to see all
the effort that Al PLA put into doing the plug and
play |letter because it is very helpful, and it was
obviously a lot of work, a |lot of thinking went
into that, so we're very grateful that they nade
the effort to do that.

| would be thrilled if another bar group
al so participated. | don't think that we shoul d
| et that delay things, though. And, as prom sed,
|"mgoing to work on drafting sonething up,
because | think that it's not sonmething that's
obligatory, and we could start with options A and

B and change it later, it's easy to fix things on
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the web site. |If people don't like A and B, then
they won't use them But | don't really see that
we have to wait and see that we get comments from
everybody that m ght want to partici pate, because
these are just options, and no one is being
required to do anyt hi ng.

MR. ROGERS. Right.

M5. DENISON: So | would hope that we
woul dn't wait indefinitely in the hopes that
anot her bar group would cone through with
coment s.

MR. ROGERS. Right; | knowit's been the
desire of this Commttee to have the board post on
the web site, not just the information we have
about ACR and the list of cases and this kind of
broad invitation that you can create your own ki nd
of proceeding, but to actually give parties
default options.

And |'ve certainly been discussing that
wi th Judge Peter Catal do, who's been kind of the
poi nt person on ACR at the board, and we wil |

certainly be working on devel opi ng those plug and
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play options. And |I'msure that by our next
meeting, we will have already posted themon the
web site.

M5. DENI SON: Geat; the reason that
we're pushing this, just for the public's
i nformation, is that we don't think ACR is going
to get wide spread use until the plug and pl ay
options are avail able, because it just will nake
It easier for everybody than having to create
their own accel erated case resol ution plan.

If they could choose between options A,
Band C, they're nore likely to do it than if they
have to make it up and have an argunent with
opposi ng counsel about it. So we're pleased that
five people used it, but five isn't really much of
a statistically significant nunber in terns of use
of the system conpared to the nunber of cases that
the TTAB has, so we would hope to see significant
nunmbers, because it will lighten the |oad and
reduce the cost of proceedings for the people
I nvol ved.

MR. ROGERS: Right, and those are al ways
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nmy watch words when | tal k about ACR to any group
that | go and nake a presentation to. It's
econom cal and efficient, because | think that's

the way it has to be |looked at. And if that's

what you want for your client, you can still get a
decision on the nerits, you still have full appeal
rights, you can still have an oral argunent, but

you're just realizing savings and tine and noney
I n discovery and trial if you adopt sone nore
efficient and economical alternatives. But |I know
" m preaching to the choir on that point.

The next itemon the list is having the
TTAB becone nore assertive in encouraging
settlenent, and this, of course, is also an
element in the strategic plan. Conm ssi oner
Beresford nentioned the trademarks elenents in the
strategic plan. There's five elenents in the plan
that relate to TTAB, and one of themis reaching
out to the bar and reaching out to stakehol ders
and determ ni ng what kind of involvenent they
woul d |i ke, by whom and at what junctures and

various stages of proceedings to try and
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facilitate settlenent tal ks of the parties.

As the Conmttee is aware, we have a
draft request for coments. W had sone very
productive discussions in the subcomittee
yest erday about revisions to that draft, and so
we'll be working on those sonetine very soon. And
hopeful | y before Judge Kuhl ke, who's ny point
person on this request for comment, starts taking
her use or | ose |eave in Decenber, but |I know
she's got a few weeks | eft before she starts that,
so hopefully we'll be working on this quickly in
the next few weeks and then be in a position to
get sonmething out quickly early in the new year.
And we'l|l incorporate as nmany of the revisions as
we can that we discussed yesterday and be prepared
to get that out very soon.

The strategic plan kind of nentions the
I nvol venent of judges in settlenent talks. One of
the thenes we di scussed yesterday was ki nd of
br oadeni ng the scope of the outreach effort and
t hi nki ng not just about judge invol venent, but

attorney invol venent, and possi bl e outside
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vol unteer nediators or other ADR that the office
m ght be able to set up, possibly having sonebody
detailed or working at the board in a nedi ator

ki nd of position, where that person would not also
work on the cases, but would just be assigned

medi ati on duti es.

So there's a wide range of things that
we're considering in which we'll try and have
reflected in the final request for coments when
It goes out, and then, of course, see what the bar
has to say about it.

M5. DENISON. W're fully supportive of
the effort to involve the TTAB in whatever role in
settlenent, because we think, again, it will be
good for the board and good for the user, so thank
you, we appreciate that, and we'll have sone nore
coments for you shortly.

MR. ROCGERS:. Back to the two pager that
| had distributed before the neeting, because
we're now on the speed statistics and case vol une
statistics, and this also inplicates the strategic

plan to a certain extent.
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The two nmaj or perfornmance neasures that
are reflected in this page of statistics are the
time it takes the board to i ssue decisions on
contested notions and the tine it takes the board
to issue final decisions on the nerits for cases
t hat have been argued or brief ed.

These are the two traditional
perfornmance neasures. There's other performance
measures that we track internally as kind of
managenent tools, but the two publicly reported
ones are the pendency to a decision on contested
noti on and pendency to a decision on finals.

The goal has, as we discussed in the
subcomm ttee yesterday, fluctuated sone years,
it's been at ten weeks, sone years it's been at 12
weeks. The fluctuation of that goal is sonething
|'ve discussed with Deputy Director Barner, and I
think we're going to try and standardi ze sone of
the board's performance neasures so that they
don't change fromyear to year, and the public and
t he stakeholders will know what the board is

expected to do every year. But another aspect of
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the strategic plan is also to discuss alternative
performance neasures for the board other than
these two traditional neasures, so that as we nove
forward, if there are other indicators that woul d
be nore reliable and nore indicative for
st akehol ders about how wel| the board is doing and
whether it's realizing its mssion, then we can
adopt sone of those other performnce neasures and
report them

For exanple, one of the things | threw
out to the I NTA subconmmttee neeting in Phoenix
was, perhaps we want to track an inter partes
cases the total tinme spent in discovery, and how
many cases get out of discovery and into trial
within the six nonths that's established by the
normal , the traditional discovery and tri al
schedul e, maybe, you know, that's going to be an
| nportant neasure, how nmany cases are we keepi ng
on track and keeping on the normal schedul e.

Just one exanple, but | think the front
office and Deputy Director Barner are willing to

di scuss with stakehol ders al nbst any perfornmance
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nmeasure that they think would be useful in
assessing the performance of the board as opposed
to sinply the two traditional pendency neasures on
notions and finals.

M5. DENI SON:.  The TPAC appl auds the
concept of the standardi zati on and publicly of the
TTAB speed goals, and however we can help wth
that, we're happy to do that. Thank you.

MR. ROCGERS:. Gkay, great. And as for
the goals for the past year thenselves and what we
acconpl i shed, when it cones to finals, as alluded
to earlier, we issued final decisions on the
merits in about 12.4 weeks fromthe tinme those
cases were ready for a decision.

So, again, based on sone prior years,

t hat woul d have been very close to goal. Based on
this year's goal of ten weeks, we were a few weeks
over goal, but not dramatically, so considering
all of the tinme that was spent by judges on the
manual .

The nunber of decisions issued was down,

significantly, again, largely attributable to
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judge work on the manual, but also, in part,
attributable to the fact that the nunber of cases
maturing for final decision on the nerits was al so
down.

"' mnot sure whether that neans that the
econony caused people to finance fewer inter
partes cases through trial, maybe it neant there
were fewer appeals comng in because people didn't
want to finance the appeals, it's hard to say, but
trademarks is reporting that their filings have
| evel ed off or are on the increase, and so even
t hough our incomng filings, our incom ng appeals,
our incom ng oppositions, our incon ng
cancel | ati ons were down or only steady during the
year, we expect that we will probably see
I ncreases in the near term and how soon it wl|
take those cases to work their way through
trademarks and to the board, it's hard to say, but
eventual |y these statistics, these incom ng
filings are going to go back up and cases maturi ng
to a final decision on the nerits are going to go

back up.

But, of course, in the neantine, we've
got a backlog of - it was 127 cases awaiting final
decision at the end of the fiscal year, it was up
to 150 at the end of COctober, so we have work to
keep our judges busy for sone tine to cone, and so
If we get alittle bit of a respite before our
incomng filings on the front end pick up, then
that will probably be useful. On contested
notions - |'msorry, Mary, did you have sonething
on finals?

MS. DENI SON:  No.

MR. ROGERS. On contested notions, the
attorneys produced fewer decisions on contested
notions this year. Again, that's probably
attributable to the fact that there were sone
attorneys, not as nmany judges, but sone attorneys
wor ki ng on the manual revision, but they were able
to beat the goal.

So where we needed to be, the figure was
up sonmewhat fromthe previous fiscal year, but it
was certainly still well within goal. Another

performance neasure, if you will, if unofficial is
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the board's i ssuance of precedential decisions and
we were able to get out 54 decisions this past
year, up five fromthe previous year, and |I'm al so
pl eased to say that a nunber of them | think were
very useful in terns of dealing with evidentiary

| ssues, nmaking it easier for parties to get
evidence into the record in inter partes cases.

W had a nunber of cases dealing with
dilution and with foreign marks and foreign
applicants, and so we think that we're not just
punpi ng out precedential decisions to neet a
nunmber, but we're actually getting out decisions
that are useful because of the subject matter. So
that woul d be about it on the speed statistics.

If there's any questions, |'m happy to answer
t hem

M5. DENISON: |'ve heard a | ot of
conplinents on the quality of the decisions that
have been comng out this year fromthe TTAB, so |
want to commend you and the other judges on that,
because people seemto be happy with the quality.

And we're pleased that there are nore precedenti al
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deci sions com ng out, and we hope that in the
future there will be even nore, because people
al ways want precedential decisions that they can
use in their litigation.

We are di sappointed, as you know, with
sone of the speed slippage, but we expect
significant catch up in the second quarter of the
fiscal year since the role of the TTAB and the
manual i1s done.

MR ROGERS: Right.

M5. DENI SON: Thank you.

MR. ROGERS:. And even though we're now
two years into the newrules regine, if you wll,
we're still facing issues of first inpression that
are going to be the basis for precedenti al
deci sions. For exanple, we now have a | ot of
cases that have spent sone tinme working their way
into the trial phase, and, of course, we've had
many deci sions we've al ready deci ded under the new
rul es, but for cases that were bogged down in
di scovery for a while, we're having sone cases now

that are reaching the trial stage, and | was
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di scussing with two of our attorneys yesterday
pre-trial disclosure issues that have cone up, and
you know, just another exanple that there are

al ways things comng up under the new rul es that
are going to give us opportunities to issue
precedenti al decisions, not just final decisions

I n appeals that are always nice to see and deal

wi th substantive issues, but also decisions on

t hese procedural issues as they cone up under the
new rul es.

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  If | can just junp in
for a second, thank you for that. For those who
may be | ooking for it, Judge Rogers' group sent
their statistics and stuff on to us, but I think -
we didn't realize that they weren't also going to
be posted on the web site, and | didn't think to
send themalong, so we'll get that fixed. But for
those I ooking for the statistics who may be
wat ching at hone, this will be posted |ater on the
web site.

And I'"mnot sure if they're in the

witten materials, but if not, they'll be nade
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avai l able, so if you hunt for those, it's not you,
and they wll be there, so just a little note on
that. And I'lIl try to nake a note nyself when |
do ny post neeting follow up to send out a nessage
to fol ks, because |'ve never nmade this clear
before, that when you send stuff to TPAC that's
public, it also needs to go to Ann Farson and Pat
Beck so they can put it up on the web site, and
|'ve never nmade that clear before, so I'll clean

t hat up.

MR. ROGERS. |'Ill share responsibility
for that. You don't have to take all the blane on
t hat, John.

CHAI RMVAN FARMER: | think | do deserve
it, but thanks.

MR. ROGERS: And then | guess the | ast
itemon the list is the update on any cases that
have |ingered on the docket for a very long tine.
We do have one of our admnistrative staff nenbers
who's kind of constantly nonitoring, periodically
nmonitoring the cases that are proceedi ng under the

prior version of the rules governing inter partes
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cases, those commenced prior to Novenber 1, 2007.

We're down to under ten percent of total
cases pending on the board' s docket, as we
di scussed in the subcommttee neeting yesterday.
Quite a few of those are cases that are on appeal,
quite a few of those are cases that are under
suspension for settlenent. Quite a few, a couple
of hundred at |east, are cases that, at least in
theory, are on track because they're in discovery
or they're in trial or there's sone kind of notion
practice going on. W've had sone prelimnary
di scussions with attorneys in Howard's unit about
what we can do to try and draw a | ot of attention
to those cases and to work on those cases in
particular and keep them noving. W've talked to
t he paral egal s about it.

We're still trying to get all of our
parts working together, but | expect that at sone
point we're going to have an effort that wll |ead
us to the point where all of those old rul es cases
are either submtted on the nerits or on appeal,

but no | onger proceedi ng under the new rules, and
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that will be an acconplishnent for us, because it
woul d be nice to have all of our inter partes
cases proceedi ng under one set of rules.

M5. DENISON. | agree conpletely wth
what you said. And | hope that the involvenent --
the TTAB and settlenment will hope to get rid of
sonme of these old cases, because it would be - it
Is a significant drain to be operating under two
sets of rules, and so the sooner you can get these
cases resolved, | think the better for everyone.

MR. ROGERS. Thank you. That's about it
for me. |If there's other questions or comrents?

CHAI RVAN FARMER  Yes, | have one
question, then I'll have a few comments. And al so
for anyone else on TPAC, 1'll open the floor up
for them too. A genuine question, and that is, |
understand this RDMS, if |'mgetting it right,
systemis comng up that will allow fol ks to put
up comments on what they see in the TBMP in case
they may see things that need suppl enenting or
whatever. |s that going to be a systemthat's

open only to folks within the TTAB or is that
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going to be a public system where perhaps a
litigant can notice that, well, this doesn't jive
With certain case |aw and they would submt their
conment ?

MR. ROGERS:. Let ne actually clarify
this. And I'"'msure the CIOs office in their
presentation later on will clarify any
m sstatenents that |'ve nade. But the RDMS system
Is autility, as | understand it, for delivering
content to the web, and it nmakes it easier to get
It up on the web in the XM. and the PDF formats
that we want to have the TBMP out there in.

And it also nmakes it easier for us
using, as | understand it, oxygen software for
maki ng revi sions and getting them qui ckly and
easily posted to the web. But it has nothing to
do wth the wki version or the ability to comrent
on the manuals that are posted, it's the idea
scal e application that's going to be out on the
web for use with the MPEM | guess, and by
patents, in which trademarks and the board have

| ooked at and seen, and | think the subcommttee
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saw yesterday a deno of.

And so we're essentially not going to
try and reinvent the wheel, and whatever
trademarks is going to eventually settle on is
what we wll eventually settle on, too, because we
know t hat we've got the sanme core group of users,
and we want everybody to be able to interface wth
trademarks and the TTAB and the respective nanual s
I n the sane way.

CHAI RVAN FARVER:  That's wonderful. And
| asked Lynne a question on the side earlier,
because | had never thought about this, and she's
been tal ki ng about the w ki version of the TMEP,
and | asked her, this is for the public to also
submt comments and stuff, too, it's not just to
close this and for exam ning attorneys, and she
confirnmed that, yes, that's the case, | just
hadn't thought about that before.

And what |'mhearing fromyou is, the
sanme thing will eventually be true for the TBMP,
so that if a litigant sees sonething that doesn't

appear to square with current |law, they would have
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an ability to flag it for you all, so when you
cone up on your next sem -annual revision, you'd
catch that.

MR. ROCERS:. Yes, absolutely.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER:  Wonderful . | wanted
to throwin a few additional comments on top of
Mary's excellent | eadership. | realized at the
start that the TTAB has nmade trenendous progress
over the past several years. | nean | renenber as
a nuch younger trademark attorney, when | had nore
bl ack hair and |less white hair, that | had sunmary
j udgnent notions that pended over a coupl e of
years, and the TBMP, of course, has been out of
date for quite a while, and so we certainly
recogni ze that, conpared to those days, things
have i nproved dramatically.

And al t hough we have suggestions for
| nprovenent fromtine to tinme, we haven't | ost
sight of the fact that you all have nmade great
strides and we really appreciate that.

| do have a few concerns. One you

raised earlier, and | salute you for doing so, and
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that is, | have a concern that the judges are
taking on a | ot of tasks, and nmaybe part of it is
just to nmake certain they get done and get done
wel |, because you can nake certain it's done well,
but you are, you know, of course, responsible for
getting out decisions in a high quality and tinely
fashion, but on top of that, you al so have TBMP
revisions, and on top of that, you may have a
substantial role in settlenent. | realize the
settlenment part has to play out, and other folks
may be doing that, and | just - that's just a |ot.
And, you know, we'll see how it goes
down as it goes forward, but we just don't want
you all to have so many things on your plate other
t han deci ding cases that you all can't maintain
real |y good pendency nunbers, and so we support
you all to the extent you all ever think that you
need additional resources to del egate sone of
t hose tasks and review them and al so, we would
encourage you all when you can to consider
del egati ng sonme just so that those pendency

nunbers can al ways be good.
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We certainly understand that you all had
to get the TBMP done and that caused a little
sl i ppage, and we appreciate getting it done, it's
just we want to nmake certain that you all have all
the tinme you need to stay right on top of those
decisions, and so that's one thing there.

And also, | do salute you all to - |
think it's, you know, a reasonably firm comm tnent
to getting the TBWMP revi sed every six nonths, we
really like that, and | think it's you all"'s
I ntention and our hope that that wll be sonething
that you all stick to pretty well, and it's not an
aspiration that becones del ayed, but it becones a
fairly regular thing, and I think that will be a
real service to the bar, and we're thankful to
hear that that's com ng down.

As sort of got flushed out earlier, |
personally, and | think this speaks for TPAC,
woul d love to see you all at sone point have the
sort of published quality benchmarks that the
trademar k operati on does, that the benchmarks that

are keyed off, which you all think is a good,
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stout | evel of performance, naybe not perfection,
because we never achi eve perfection, and we on
TPAC certainly don't, but so that the public can
say, okay, this is what you're shooting for, a
publ i shed benchmark that you benchmark yoursel ves
agai nst, so they not only need to see your speed
statistics, but they know what you're aimng for,
and they can see your progress towards that goal.
On ACR, that's headed in the right
direction, I"'mglad you all are working with Mary
on that. Just to nake certain that there's no
possibility for two ships passing in the night, |
think the TPAC vision, and | think you all are
seeing it, so mainly this is just for the public
to know that we're working on it, is that ACR be
truly plug and play, so that it's not where you
| ook at a docunent that offers ideas, and you
think, well, we could go in this direction or that
direction, although you certainly have the
| atitude to do so, but that it's truly we'd |ike
di scovery option B and trial option C so that

parties don't have to negotiate and draft and go
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back and forth to select the options, once they've
sel ected those two things or whatever, then
there's no anbiguity left, there's no docunent
that has to be drafted and signed off, you just
say that, okay, we've selected those and we're
done.

Now, of course, if they want to invent
their owmn ACR, you've certainly signaled that you
all wll work with them because the whole idea is
to give parties flexibility to invent what they
need. But as Mary said earlier, we believe that
there should be truly plug and play options that
are available for folks to select like a nmenu so
that they can pick up on them

And then the last comment | have is just
t hat when we had the chance to visit with you all,
| sense a little bit that there could be sone
| abor managenent, not difficulties, that's too
strong a word, but sone tears that may be sonmewhat
stymeing efforts to nove forward on things that
you all want to nove forward on. And | just hope

t hat however those things can be addressed, that
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they can be addressed so that internal issues
don't keep you all fromreaching the goals that
you want to.

| don't know what should or could be
done beyond that, and |I'm not here to point any
fingers, it's just that we want you all to be able
to get where you need to get, and if there are any
| abor nmanagenent issues that need to be sorted
out, | hope that the folks that sort those things
out will do so so that you can nove forward on
your goals, because we encourage progress.

And so that's all | have. | don't know
i f that causes any conments from other TPAC
nmenbers or any comments from you, Judge Rogers. |
won't turn it over to the audience quite yet. But
those are the few things that run in nmy m nd.
Anyt hi ng from audi ence nenbers? | haven't gotten
an email yet. W put the fol ks at hone to sl eep.
Judge, thanks for your service, and thanks for
your tinme and for working with us so cl osely, and
we | ook forward to seei ng you agai n soon.

CHAl RVAN FARMER: W're going to take a
- no, we're not going to take a break. Let's go
straight into the financial stuff.

M5. DENI SON. Thank you, Judge Rogers,
and G ndy G eenbaum al so.

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Yes, thank you to
C ndy, too. C ndy spends a lot of tine with us
and we appreciate that. I'mnot quite clear. Are
we actually doing a financial report or are we
just hearing from Dana Colarulli on sone
| egi sl ative stuff? There you are. How are you?

MR. SCARDI NO. (Good; how are you?

CHAI RVAN FARVER: Wl cone. Pl ease tel
us what's going on in noney | and.

MR. SCARDI NO Good norning. Thank you
for having nme. This is ny first TPAC neeti ng.
Today is three nonths on the job for ne at the
USPTO. And | had the pleasure of neeting with
Janes and Eli zabeth yesterday and the Budget
Committee. And I'mtrying to figure out if
there's any correlation between ny first neeting

here and Lynne's |l ast and Elizabeth's last. W
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have a lot going on in the financial world for the
USPTO right now. As you all know, we're |iving
under a continuing resolution, as is the rest of
the governnent. And | don't know if our slides
are going to go up there.

But for fiscal 2010, it was also a
challenging year. As you'll recall, the USPTO got
a suppl enental appropriation, $129 mllion, late
in the year. Most of the noney was not spent
because of the timng that we got it, so we
carried over a good anmount of noney, totally $222,
al nost $223 million. The way that splits out,
it's $100 million for tradenmarks and roughly $123
mllion for patents.

However, we have this term nol ogy we
call diversion of funds or funds availability is
what we're trying to change it to. Fifty-three
mllion dollars we collected that was not
avai l able for USPTO to spend. So instead of
needed a supplenental for 129 mllion, we really
needed a supplenental for closer to $180 mllion.

So we're working towards elimnating
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that problemin '11, and certainly in fiscal 2012;
11 may be a little bit of a heavy lift, and I']
try to explain why. This continuing resolution
expires Decenber 3rd, and there's a variety of
t hi ngs being considered right now, either a two
week CR extension, a three nonth CR extension, or
a full year of CR Under each of scenarios, and |
guess the fourth option would be an omni bus bill,
where they wap all the unfinished bills together,
pass it as an appropriations bill.

The denocratic | eadership in the Senate
woul d |I'i ke an omi bus bill passed. The new
| eadership in the House we're hearing would not
|i ke to see the omi bus passed, they would prefer
reduced spending, either an '08 level, a '10
| evel, sonething. The admnistration is still
pushing for an omi bus, because that's the
Presi dent's budget.

So we're kind of in flux, we'll know a
|l ot nore in the next ten days, next week is going
to be critical in terns of if it goes for a two

week CR we think we'll have a better chance of an
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eventual ommibus, and if they just punt down the
field three nonths, things could get pretty grim

Here at the USPTO, the difference
between a full year CR and the President's budget
request is alnmost $400 million, which is 20
percent of our funding, so just inagine. That's
on supposedly the discretionary side, in other
wor ds, you know, that's what we'd have to try to
control, and when you' ve got sal aries eating away
at 60 to 70 percent of your budget, that's really
not controllable. Folks are on board, we have to
continue to pay them So we'd have to cut back on
all the fun things |ike overtine, nore hiring,

PCT, and IT. As M. Onmens will speak next to, it
woul d be a devastating situation if we had to live
at the fiscal 2010 |evels and not have the ability
to continue with our |IT devel opnent.

So | don't want to be doom and gl oom
|"mjust trying to give you the picture of where
we are, because we'll know a ot nore in ten days,
but we just don't know anything right now

We're working with the adm nistration,
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we're working with Congress to, you know, get a
surcharge authority, 15 percent, which could bring
in for the rest of the year probably a little nore
than $200 mllion, and we're also trying to get
what we call full access to our fees so we no
| onger have this diversion or unavail abl e funds.

| don't think that's going to be
sonet hing we can acconplish in '11 directly. So
indirectly, what we're trying to get is a |larger
buffer. So if they set us at a certain |evel,
we'd have authority to collect end use fees above
t hat amount, to the tune of $100 million in the
Presi dent's budget request. So there's kind of a
| ot going on in '11, but unfortunately that ties
our hands a little bit on '12. W're trying to
build a '12 budget. W' ve got serious deadlines
that really don't nove. The President's budget
has to be submtted to Congress by February 7th.
To get to that point, we have to submt things to
the Ofice of Managenent and Budget by the m ddl e
of Decenber.

So TPAC will have the opportunity to
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revi ew our budget in Decenber, we just can't tell
you when yet, because now OVB pass back is
schedul ed for the week of Decenber 6th, it was
supposed to be next week. So that gives us |ess
time to even work with whatever they pass back to
us. So it's a fun process, it's just getting nore
fun.

| don't know if our slides are ever
going to go up there, but |'ve pretty nuch tal ked
about everything | wanted to tal k about, and
you're wel cone to please ask any questions.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Thanks for show ng up.
"' mJohn Farner, by the way, it's nice to neet
you. | wll get that straightened out in the
future. Elizabeth Pearce and Janes Conl ey are our
noney fol ks, and so, first, if there are any
coments or stuff fromthem before | say anything,
| will defer to them Anything?

M5. DENI SON: Elizabeth, just one thing.
The slides are in the book, so anyone who got the
book can | ook at them

M5. PEARCE: | woul d just add, because
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we didn't really introduce Tony, would you give us
alittle bit about your background? | don't think
people realize how immnently qualified you are to
be dealing with all this budget stuff.

MR. SCARDINO. That's fair. | joined
t he governnment 20 years ago as a Budget Anal yst
with the FBI. | spent nost of ny career in the
budget field; a couple different tinmes |left the
governnent to be a consultant or work for a
non-profit. But | spent the |last four years as
t he Budget Director for the Departnent of Housing
and Urban Devel opnent, and | was al so the Acting
Deputy CFO and the Acting CFO for ny |ast year
t here.

So as Elizabeth nentions, |'ve got a
little bit of experience working budget issues.
It doesn't nean it nmakes it any easier, it just
nmeans that you' ve seen sone things before. But we
are working hard to get the best funding for the
PTO goi ng forward.

M5. PEARCE: Well, the one thing I

beli eve we can't enphasize too nuch to Congress is
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that we are one of the rare governnent agencies
that is self-funding. | nmean it's funded by the
user community. It's not a matter of tax dollars,
It's not a matter of things needing to cone out of
t he general budget, and if that can be
consistently enphasized to themto buy us sone
nore | everage, that certainly would be a huge
advant age.

| think you've done a great job, given
difficult circunstances, not only to keep the
trademark office's head above water, but
confortably so, but that doesn't, of course, nean
that you can predict what's going to be com ng
next. |s there anything that TPAC can do, any
ki nd of support that you feel |ike you need which
woul d make a difference going forward?

MR. SCARDI NO That's always a
chal I engi ng question. Certainly any
conmuni cati ons expressi ng our needs woul d be
wel cone to anyone that could be influential. It
really is a matter of education. | nean | was

joking of sorts this norning wwth Director Kappos
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and others that it seens like | still talk to
folks that - it's like with a fresh set of ears,
they haven't heard the word "different”. W don't

cost, we're no budget authority, we don't cost the
tax payer a dinme, so the nore people we can
continue to educate on that is hel pful.

M5. PEARCE: | might add | think we are
the poster child for the incom ng Republican
congressi onal people, too. Aren't we exactly what
everybody shoul d approve of, which is a user
funded systenf? So, you know, it doesn't hel p, of
course, between now and the end of Decenber, but,

you know, you go whi chever way the w nd bl ows,

right.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: |'m not sure how many
folks in Capital H Il are listening in, but just
in case, I'll point out that in the | ast TPAC

annual report, we reiterated for |I think it was
li ke the 118th tinme that we fully, fully support
and pray for and wait for and hope for the end to
fee diversion just because it doesn't nake sense

that the fees that people pay to have the PTO do
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stuff don't go to the PTO for themto do stuff,
it's sinply illogical.

And the way we phrased it in our report
Is that we said we would also |ike to see the PTO
have a question setting authority, but we believe
that should go hand in hand with keepi ng your
noney, because enabling you all to take nobre noney
fromusers sinply to give it over to the Treasury
doesn't really solve whatever it is that you al
are trying to solve. And so we are fully there
for you to say that, we've said it in the annual
report, and if there's anyone you would |ike ne or
anyone else to go say it to, just point ne in the
right direction, because |'m not shy about that.

And al so, just to clarify one thing, |
know t he answer, you know the answer, but for the
fol ks listening at honme, when you spoke earlier of
a possi ble surcharge, that's just a patent
surcharge, you all are not |ooking at a trademark
sur char ge.

MR SCARDI NG Correct, I'msorry,

you're right. [It's a surcharge on sone of our

CHAl RMAN FARMER: R ght .

MR. SCARDI NO Which we estimate w ||
bring inalittle nore than $200 million the rest
of this fiscal year.

CHAl RVAN FARMER: Keep nettling. W
appreciate it.

M5. PEARCE: And one quick question,
because John always brings this up and I want to
make sure it's said, we have - the tradenark
of fice has been concerned in the past about the
financial stability of the patent office and how
that might potentially effect us. It seens to ne
that the patent office is on nuch firnmer footing
at this point; can you confirmthat, Tony?

MR. SCARDI NO. Yes; you know, granted |
wasn't here |last year at this tinme, but |
understand that. The way it works, you know, you
submt a budget as part of the President's budget
I n February, and every Septenber Congress asks us
for an update, and | ast year our update reduced

the President's budget request |evel, and Congress
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1 ki nd of took that and ran with it, which set the
2 PTO back quite a ways in terns of funding needs
3 versus availability.

4 This year, thankfully, our estimtes are
5 only higher, so it could only really go the other
6 way, in other words, supports the President's

7 budget | evel or higher, and the President's budget
8 | evel would be sufficient for all of our needs

9 this year.

10 CHAl RMVAN FARMER:  Anyt hi ng el se, any

11 ot her questions from TPAC for Tony on noney

12 | ssues? Anything fromfolks in the audi ence?

13 Wel cone, and we | ook forward to working with you.
14 Thanks for your service.

15 MR. SCARDI NO Thanks for having ne.

16 CHAI RVAN FARMER:  Excellent. | think |
17 see Dana Colarulli, if I'mpronouncing it

18 correctly, back there, and | think you' ve cone to
19 give us a little bit of a legislative update, and
20 so thanks for comng to visit with us.

21 MR. COLARULLI: Sure, |'m happy to, and
22 "' m happy to cone and address this group. 1|'ve
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done a simlar legislative update for the PPAC
recently, so | think it makes a | ot of sense. |
don't know if ny slides are also going to go up,
but | could also just, you know, talk very quickly
about the legislative challenges that we're
currently facing, the biggest one of which is

f undi ng.

And Tony and | have been working very
closely together since he started to ensure that
we're making the best case, that we're being very
consi stent about our fee projections. Certainly
that's been sonething that the agency has been
asked about in the past, so we've tried to nake
sure that we're being - giving good information,
gi ving responsive information, and being
consi stent.

So very quickly I'Il run through ny
slides. In terns of challenges, and I like to
al ways | ook at these as chal |l enges and
opportunities, you know, we have a nunber of
operational challenges that we' ve been addressing

over the last year. A nunber of themare on the
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pat ent side, but organizationally, you know, we're
trying to ensure that the entire organi zation is
working efficiently. | always say, on this |ast
bullet, the outdated IT infrastructure, |ike nost
smal | busi nesses, the governnent is also guilty of
this, the first thing you put off are IT

I nvestnents, and PTOis qguilty of doing that for
sone tinme when budgets got tight.

We now are faced with an outdated IT
I nfrastructure which John Onens is doing his best
to address. But this is a big part of our plea to
Congress on behalf of the adm nistration that we
need the funds to run the agency.

So recovering fromfunding cuts as a
result of the recession, two points on our patent
backl og and our patent production capacity, you
know, both of those go to why we're requesting a
15 percent increase on the patent side of the shop
to support efforts there and our IT
I nfrastructure.

Legi sl ative chall enges certainly, as |

said, PTO funding is a big one. Substantive
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patent reforml egislation has been one of the big
focuses of ny office. Telewdrk, we had a big
success on this last week, that's been a focus, as
well, enabling us to be a little bit nore
flexible, further develop our program which we
al ways call an award wi nning programw thin the
federal governnment, and in many ways, what the

| egi sl ation that was passed | ast week does is
bring other agencies up to the level that PTOis.
But inportantly, it gives us flexibility on the
bi - week requirenent. And then |'I|l personally
touch on sone other inportant IT legislation, a
couple things on the trademark side. Go to the
next slide.

So | always show two slides when |I'm
giving presentations, and it's alnost ny own
personal score card. The first is, you know,
signed into law. R ght now this has speci al
significance because we're at the end of a
Congress, we're looking forward to the 112th
Congress and what we m ght propose, and |I'd be

i nterested to hear conversations on possible
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| egi sl ati on that maybe this group has di scussed.
I know anong those are potential restructuring of
appoi ntnents here, so |I'd be interested to hear
nore about that.

But one of our early successes was the
trademark technical corrections bill that
essentially enabled parity between Madrid and
non-Madrid filings. That was a big part of that
bill, anong ot her changes, and very quickly, the
Congress picked it up, said this is inportant,
this is tine sensitive, and let's get that done,
so we were able to encourage themto do that. The
next big success was suppl enental appropriations
for the office, $129 mllion, to hel p Tony nmanage
the finances a little bit better. | think anong
the federal governnent, that's really helped us to
continue at the |level that we've been operating
without really realizing a lot of cuts, so we're
happy to get that, and then the Tel ework
Enhancenent Act | ast week.

There's another one that's even so

mnor, | hesitate to nention it, there's a
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Copyright Corrections Act that sone folks in this
room m ght also be interested in that nade a
nunber of mnor changes. It also nade a m nor
change to the Trademark Bully Study that the PTO
Is currently engaged and putting together, which
many of you in this roomknow about. Go to the
next slide.

So then, you know, as the 111th Congress
ends, what's pending, certainly patent reform
| egi slation still, and that will continue to be a
priority for the next Congress. For this group,
probably the nost significant thing in the bill is
the ability for PTOto set its own fees, and
that's an office-wide effect. That is tied up in
substantive legislation right now, that's the nost
likely vehicle that will nove forward that wl |
i nclude that. Again, that will be the begi nning
of the 112th Congress effort. The House had noved
forward with | ooking at PTO funding a bit nore
holistically and maybe nore long term and had put
one option up on the table. That has seen a

couple of different variations as the staff on the
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House Judiciary. |[|'ve talked to House
Appropriation staff and had a nunber of
conversations with our stakehol ders about the way
we want to nove here. Again, that nmay be
sonething that is noved forward, a long termfix
to our current funding problens in the 112th
Congr ess.

Four easy pieces, these are the other
technical bills in addition to the trademark
| egi sl ati on that we had proposed to Congress the
begi nning of this year that we're | ooking to nove
forward, and they're self-expl anatory,

I npl enmenting legislation for two treaties and
technical directions for the |evel of pay for
certain things, one which | know CGerry is very
concerned about, paynent for what we're paying our
adm ni strative | aw judges.

PTO has al so been active in
participating in discussions on other intellectual
property policy issues, including in the copyright
area. So we don't just do patents and trademarKks,

we al so do copyrights. Performance Rights Act is
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a bill that fits in that category. There's a | ot
of discussion up on the H Il right now on online
piracy, and federal legislation that could be

I ntroduced to curb online piracy, and particularly
targeting that web sites that are set up for that
pur pose, we're engaging in that discussion on the
so call ed Leahy Rogue web sites bill, again,

anot her issue teed up for the 112th Congress. So
our list for the 112th Congress is grow ng here.

Last, but not |east, there's been a
nunber of proposals on IP attaches and we're
followi ng those. Next slide.

So two highlights briefly it mght make
sense to spend sone tinme on, and I mght, John, to
the extent you want to have nore discussion, | can
even stop here because | think you' ve addressed a
| ot of the funding things | was going to address.

But let nme highlight these two. One is
the Trademark Technical Corrections bill which I
nmenti oned was passed earlier this year, in March.
It included a provision that required the

Departnent of Commerce to do a study on litigation
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tactics in the trademark space.

It was slightly anended by the
corrections bill that passed the Senate | ast week,
and is on its way to the President now, sinply to
make it clear that corporations, by enforcing
their trademark rights, are not, by default,
engaging in litigation context. | think for the
IP world, that's a very inportant statenent. It
doesn't change really, fromour perspective, the
scope of the study that we're conducti ng.

But anyway, a congressionally directed
study, we'll conplete it by March 17th. \Wenever
fol ks ask me about the study, | always tell them
we're going to have a green cover on the front to
celebrate St. Patrick's Day. That's the
anni versary of the Technical Corrections Act.

The second highlight legislatively |
wanted to do for this cromd is the tel ework
| egislation. And as | think a nunber of folks in
this roomappreciate, this was a bill that had
been tal ked about on the H Il for quite a |ong

time. A lot of effort was put into making sure
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that this legislation noves forward. There were a
| ot of hurdles that - a lot of bunps in the road
in getting legislation that would, at a m ni num
address PTO s needs to have the flexibility to
expand its program

And the bill that was passed | ast week
we think allows us to do that. W're taking
| mredi ate steps to inplenent that flexibility, the
first step of which is to create an oversi ght
commttee to determ ne how we can appropriately
wai ve the - essentially result in waiving the
bi -weekly requirenent, requiring folks that are
outside the 50 mle radius of the PTO to not be
forced to cone back to the office twice every pay
period, tw ce every bi-week.

The rest of the legislation | think it
makes sense to spend naybe a couple sentences on.
As | said, | think it's fair to say brings the
rest of the governnent up to a level that PTOis
at, and actually encourages sone consi stency
across federal agencies to encourage | ooking at

t el ewor k prograns.
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There's a particular requirenent within
180 days of enactnent of the bill for every
federal agency to identify eligible tel eworkers.
So there's sone additional requirenments on PTOto
act maybe a little differently. But it does
address a |l ot of the things that we think we've
al ready addressed, having a central - a
coordi nator for tel ewdrk prograns, incorporating
telework into our continuation of operations
pl ans, anong ot her things.

The bill also sets up a test program
which is available to other agencies in the
federal governnent to test out flexibilities and
travel regulations. PTO would otherw se be
eligible for that, however, a third part of the
bill, the third category |I'l|l describe, is a PTO
specific section, and that's what provides us
I mredi ate relief and requires this oversight
commttee for us to take advantage of, again, the
flexibilities inthe law. So we think this is a
| ogi cal next step in the devel opnent of our

tel ework program which the trademark side has
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real ly enbraced as a busi ness nodel, and the
patent side is doing, as well. | give the
trademark side a bit nore credit for a | onger
programand really finding ways to i ncorporate
telework into its operations.

| think it's fair to say that the PTO
has had a | ot of support. | was in nultiple
neetings on the Hll as this |egislation was
di scussed, along with ny staff, and many of you
know Judy Gundy on ny staff who really has been
an undyi ng advocate for this, where PTO was rai sed
as the nodel for the rest of the federal
governnment, and we're really proud that we were
able to be raised up as an exanple that way. Al
of that culmnated in this bill.

You know, we've heard, even right after
t he passage of the bill, sonme nenbers of Congress
say they'd like to revisit sone of the provisions
of the telework bill. W'IIl keep a cl ose eye on
that, but we think that the bill as it is hit the
ri ght bal ance and allows us to nove further.

So with that,John, | can end. Actually,
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I f you could go two nore slides very quickly and
it'"Il summarize sonething that Tony had tal ked
about; one nore, you know, essentially that the
continui ng resol uti on ends Decenber 3rd, you know,
these are three options.

Tony might add a third option in there,
whi ch woul d be a two week, an even nore limted
continuing resolution. OWB has asked us to
essentially gane out these two options, a two week
and a three nonth option.

I[t's unclear what will happen next week,
it's the nost pivotal week for Capital H Il in
determ ning how we nove forward. And | think Tony
provi ded sonme good insight onto what the best
options for PTO woul d be and our conversations
W thin the admnistration to ensure that we can
continue to operate at the | evel we've been
operating. Wth that, I'll stop, and |I'm happy to
tal k about other legislative itens that fol ks are
I nterested in.

CHAl RVAN FARMER: Before | get in ny

TPAC reorg course, any questions, coments from
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ot hers on other |egislative things, Howard?

MR. FRIEDVAN:  Well, | would want to
coment on one of the legislative matters that
Dana al ready touched on, which is telework. |
just want to say how gratifying it is that the
bill was passed, how gratified we are to you and
to your office for aiding in the passage. And |
assune you woul d concur, though you don't
necessarily have to agree on the record, but |
t hi nk one of the best things about the bill being
passed is, | know | was very concerned about how
Judy was going to react if the bill wasn't passed,
and in that light, as you paid homage to her, we
really appreciate all the good work that Judy
Gundy did and all the help she delivered.

Il wll say that, as far as
gratification, it's very gratifying when you send
a nessage out to the bargaining unit on, as Dana
has referred to, a long road, that you start
getting emails back immediately with people
commenting that they're yelling and they can't

stop yelling. And while five days have gone by,

And |
t hi nk, you know, you've hel ped ny office to
continue, and as | said, Judy's an undyi ng
advocate. | think this is a really good exanple
wher e managenent unit has worked together to get
this goal. And NTEU, both locally and nationally,
put a lot of effort to help make sure that this
| egi sl ati on noves forward, so we appreciate it.

CHAI RVAN FARMER:  Just so | can
understand what's going on before | - save a few
m nutes for the TTAB, excuse ne, the TPAC reorg

stuff, | gather that there may be sone desire from

aspects of the telework bill, if |I heard that
correctly, and I'mjust totally unknow edgeabl e.
What are the issues there? What are sone of the
things that folks are thinking they mght want to
t weak, and how woul d that change the bill that's
just been passed by the Congress?

MR. COLARULLI: You know, wth a new -
It's unclear whether these are things that will be
on the top of their agenda or not. Wth a new
Congress, you know, there's always a change in
priorities. In particular on this bill, sonme of
t he nmenbers of the House Governnment Oversi ght
Comm ttee were concerned about the telework bill.
One of the hurdles that we nmade reference to
earlier in this process was the bill failing to
pass the House floor earlier this year based on a
Congr essi onal Budget O fice score that said that
this bill actually would cost the governnment
noney. You know, what was i nconpl ete about that
debate was the anount of savings that tel ework

prograns |lend to the federal governnent.
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So there are sone in Congress who |
think are slow to adopt tel ework as a business
nodel and quick to |look at tel ework as an option
for federal workers just to stay at hone, and
that's certainly not the case here at PTO

So | think it's nore of an education
nodel - education challenge that we'll continue to
fight. | inmagine the specific proposal they m ght
start wth are sone of the anendnents that were
of fered on the House fl oor when the bill passed
t he House, and that were stripped by the Senate
before the bill cane back to the House one fi nal
time for signature, and that's issues about doing
uni on work whil e tel eworking, anobng others.

So we'll watch those, we think those
types of efforts are neither necessary or w se,
but | think it goes to illustrate |I think the
challenge that we'll continue to fight to nake the
case that telework really is a business strategy
and not just a fun thing to do.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Thanks. 1'mgoing to

carve out a couple mnutes here just to tal k about
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TPAC reorg. And | realize this is not of the
| evel of inportance of let's say getting the noney
| ssues right, and so we're not saying it should
rocket ahead of those things, but | would draw
attention to the | eadership here at the PTO that
for the second year in a row in the TPAC annual
report, we have called for a reorgani zati on of
TPAC, and while PPAC wasn't able to work it into
this year's report because they had had a | ot of
ot her heavy lifting, | know that we have their
support on this.

And | hope that the | eadership of the
PTO will study what we've put in there. W've
made the case that various changes need to be
made, and | won't go through all of them but the
two bi ggest ones are that we get TPAC terns
aligned with the current flow of TPAC, which is we
read an annual report right after the end of the
fiscal year, it's due roughly at the begi nning of
Novenber, and that's kind of the start of a brand
new TPAC year, you know, around the begi nning of

Decenber/ begi nning of January, and we'd really

like to get it so that all TPAC nenbers in the
future flowinto TPAC at that tine, because that's
really the best tine for a transition. Really
once we get the annual report behind us, that's
when we really dig in on our non-annual report

| ssues and push those pretty hard until let's say
August, then we're back in the annual report soup
and we set everything aside. And when you have to
change horses in the mddle of that swing, from
roughly md Decenber until |ate August, it just

di srupts things, and that will happen again this
next year, because that will finish up ny termas
TPAC Chair in June, and that's going to be snack
dab in the mddle of the year, and it's probably
going to, you know, effect things a little bit.

Al so, one thing we called for in there
was to perhaps change it to a system where the
TPAC Chair cones out of TPAC after having proven
t hensel ves on the conmttee and serves for only a
year.

| don't think it's healthy to have one

person be the chair for three years, | think you
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need fresh bl ood nore frequently, and al so, | just
think it's too much of a job to do for three
consecutive years if you' ve got another job that
you' ve got to get done also. And so we really
encourage the | eadership of the PTOto take a | ook
at that. The other thing that we threw into the
annual report is that one thing that was issue
this past year is that we receive sone gui dance
that we need to nake absolutely certain that we on
TPAC don't work nore than 60 days a year, because
that's - we can't trace all the law, but we're
told that's the aw, and we're adhering to it.

And what we asked for in the annual
report, and this is the first tinme, this was not
in the report last year, is that we just be given
sone flexibility there so that we can amass hours
during the week and push theminto a single day
provided it doesn't exceed a certain nunber of
hours, and we asked for that just out of
recognition, the fact that, you know, unlike sone
ot her contractors, except when we cone here, we

don't typically conme in, punch the clock in the
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norning, work all day, go hone after a full day,
it's often an hour here, an hour there, and that's
driven by the fact that nost of us - we all have
other jobs to do, and we have to interface with
folks at the PTOin the outside, and they can't

al ways do things at exactly the tine we would |ike
to doit, and so it's just a work flexibility

t hi ng.

And that woul d enable us to be nore
effective, because we try hard to serve the office
and to work with them and if we have to
constantly put things on ice because we're out of
time, then we can't uphold our end of the bargain.
| kind of wonder if maybe these four easy pieces
coul d becone five easy pieces and that may be a
pl ace where these could be slid in, because |
t hi nk they are non-controversial, and that would
enable us to serve better.

Again, if you even | ook at the annual
report, you'll see that we not only laid out the
case for this, but we were even so bold as to put

in draft | anguage to show what an anended TPAC

statute would look like if these two concepts were
folded in, and so that may just be sonething to
|l ook at. And I'mgoing to personally try to
follow up with the | eadership in the
admnistration to see if we can have sonme support
on that.

And so, again, it's not as big a deal as
t he noney issues, the nost inportant thing is to
get the funding fixed, but if we can get sone
support in that, we'd appreciate it. Anything
else fromlegislative stuff? Anything from our
visitors here today on legislative stuff? W seem
to have attracted nore fol ks as we've gone al ong,
it's the reverse of nost TPAC neetings. Dana,
t hank you for your tinme and for your service.
We're going to take a five mnute break, then
we'll come back and visit with the C1 O John
onens.

Before John gets started,
just so that fol ks know, our technol ogy fol ks are
Ti m Lockhart and Bob Anderson and Howard Friedman,
so they'll be primarily |eading this session.

MR. ONENS: So good afternoon. Let's
get right intoit. Go to the second slide,
pl ease. So after we did our studies and talked to
- worked with trademarks and CIO to tal k about the
Trademar k Next Ceneration independent platform
the core infrastructure for that current system
we did receive two reports that we paid for, and
we needed a little nore clarity, and at
trademark' s recommendati on, we acquired the
services of WlliamUrich, who is a well known
aut hor and professional in |eading | egacy system
to noderni ze - through nodernizati on.

He has been doing an assessnent of the
systens. ClO and trademarks has been working wth
him and his report wll be given to both of us
shortly in the comng nonth of Decenber. So we
are looking for to this, though this has not

st opped, as sone mght think, the progress all
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t oget her.

There were nention last tinme of four
work request fornms. A work request form for
those that don't know, are a very basic form two
- three pages long at a very high | evel that
descri bes | arge ideas.

And what we did was, we pruned out of
t hose four docunents a couple of projects of which
we'll tal k about sone today that have al ready gone
through a project life cycle, including
devel opnent, and soon beta, into final deploynent,
as well as |ooking at the core infrastructure that
will facilitate separation of your systens from
ot her systens here at the USPTO, which is one of
the primary goals, as agreed to by both trademarks
and C1O. So M. Urich is helping us put the
final touches on that plan and his experience is
certainly wel cone.

So the progress last quarter, to
continue, can you flip slides, please? Thank you.
As a first step to establishing that Trademark

Next Generation core infrastructure, we built a

virtualized environnent. Wat does that nean?
It's a bunch of conputers that can randomy run
virtualized pieces of software, so one conputer
can do nore than one thing at any one tine. This
all ows you to scale up and scale down. It also
all ows you to be redundant, which neans if one
part of the systemfails, another will be

avail able to take its place.

Virtualization technol ogy has been used
In industry for well over 15 years, so this is one
of the nore nodern types of environnents that we
are bringing here. PTO has used it in the past
for our work at honme program and now we are
adopting it as a core foundation to our
I nfrastructure.

A common piece of infrastructure, when
you tal k about a service oriented design or
bui |l di ng i nstead of independent Al S s, but
services, and you're going to see the
denonstration of what a service is |like today, is
what's known as an enterprise service bus.

And | know I'ma little heavy on the
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acronyns today, but what we're tal king about is
the technical aspects of building a foundational

I nfrastructure on which to grow next generation.

This is innately technical. It is not sonething
that you will all see. It is not sonething that
nost of you will even want to touch or conprehend.

But what it is inportant to note is, before you
build the building, you have to dig the basenent,
you have to put in the foundation, and this is the
| ess gl orious aspects of the software devel opnent
worl d that we are tal ki ng about here.

The enterprise service bus was
delivered, as well, it is in test, it is in our
devel opnent environnent, as well as a virtualized
I nfrastructure, what is also comonly call ed
nowadays coi ned the cloud or a private cloud here
at the USPTO that can run concurrently 100
di fferent devel opnent environnents.

So what this is is, we have prepared our
I nternal environnment for rapid devel opnent using
the agile nethodology | tal ked about earlier |ast

time we were here in a virtualized, very nobdern
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way, wWith one of the core conponents for a service
oriented architecture, and we have worked very
closely with Gary Cannon and the rest of the
trademark's teamon putting this up, denbs are
going on now, and you are getting this information
at the speed that we're delivering it and working
Wi th trademarks, which is alnost in real tine.

Let's continue, let's tal k about one of
the products that cane out of those four work
request forns that were nentioned last tine. TDR
Is the repository that you all pulled data from
today. And we wanted to nove that onto a new
platform W are in real tine |looking at a public
beta in January. You're going to see a denp of it
today. It is web 2.0 based, it is our first
delivery in a cloud environnent.

The user interface, the front end, is
housed in the Google cloud today, that's what
you're going to see. The back end is housed in
our virtual environnent here. It provides a
series of services that separate and protect our

core back end infrastructure from any undue
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I nfl uence or abuse by the outside, so we remain
protected, but now the two can grow i ndependently.

The back end can grow, the features and
functionality, independent of the user interface
changes. It also allows trademarks to take
control over the verbiage of what's on the web
site, which they could not do before. Al changes
on the TDR site today had to go through CI O, which
added extra tine and effort that really wasn't
needed. This puts the power back into the hands
of trademarks, nmuch like we did the web site a
year ago.

So with that, I'"'mgoing to ask you to
swtch, M. WIf, if you would. And M. WIf, so
you know, is a federal enployee, he is one of the
devel opers that | have brought on board, he has
been dedicated to work on trademark's devel opnent
efforts, and he is working with a team of
contractors to do this, but he is the technical
| ead for the devel opnent and architecture for the
service that exists here on canpus, where the

contractors have been concentrating on the
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devel opnent of the user interface and the Google
cloud. Go ahead.

MR. WOLF: | apologize for speaking from
t he back, but that's where the conputer is, so
that's where |'mgoing to be showng TDR from

MR. ONENS: |s that on? No.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: If we get his vol une
up a little bit, that'll help.

MR. ONENS: And we don't want the
uni versal |aptop, we want the |aptop in the back
of the room please. Experiencing snmall technical
difficulty, please stand by.

MR. WOLF: TDR stands for Trademark
Docunent Retrieval. Al the docunents pertaining
to trademark cases can be viewed through this
system One of the obvious things that you m ght
notice is, we've nmade the | ook and feel consistent
with the USPTO web site to nake it seemless |ike
you're going into a separate Al'S and nore j ust
going to the PTO for information. Another thing
Is that it's adopted web 2.0 capability, so

I nstead of having separate pages for your results
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and for your search fields consolidated on one
page, additionally usability features |like sorting
on the docunent |lists gives the user a little nore
power into what they want to | ook at.

So here's an exanple of a docunent. You
can scroll through the pages. Unlike the present
TDR, you can junp to any particul ar page that
you' d like. This file used to be a TIF inmage, it
required a PDF plug-in in order to viewit, but
now we've had a service convert that to JPEG so
that no plug-in is needed.

O course, since PDF's are useful, we
still offer PDF access to this docunentation. So
here is a PDF rendition of this docunent.

Anot her feature is the ability for
trademarks to go in and nmake changes to text that
appears on the web page w thout having to go
through the OCOfirst. This requires a log-in,
which is necessary in order to protect, you know,
obvi ously other people fromgoing in and making
changes to the web site.

As you see here, now an edit button has

appeared. | can click it, and let's say we want
to be anbitious and nove up our deploynent to
Decenber, 2010, now it's Decenber, 2010. The
FAQ s can also be nodified this way, as well. So
I f there's a question that happens to be asked
frequently, they can just go in and add the
question through the sane interface and it appears
I mredi ately in the FAQ list.

So having that power, as you just saw,

It happens inmmediately, there's no need to go
through the OCOin order to get these changed
depl oyed, they can be done i medi ately.

MR. OVENS: Can you show themthe inline
hel p?

MR WOLF: A lot of text appeared on the
first TDR  This text has been noved to these
overlays, so if they need to see the text, they
can click on the help icon and they can read it
there. For the people that don't care to see it,
it's out of the way, so they can focus on seeing
t he docunents at hand.

Now, anot her new feature is the downl oad
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original. Wat that neans is, there are files in
the Trademark's Docunent Repositories that nmake up
all these docunents. They're not in PDF natively.
This systemw ||l convert those docunents to PDF,
but in the case where you actually want to get to
the original docunents as they are in the docunent
repository, you can download the original. And
this happens to be a zip file of all these
docunents. So you have TIF's, XM. docunents,
JPEG s, things like that. O course, if you do
want the PDF, then you can get the PDF of these
docunents, as well.

And behind the scenes, this is going to
a web service. This web service is exposed to
nore than just this client, and it's intended to
be used by people that, you know, if they don't
want to use this cloud U, they can essentially

make their own client and get to their data. So

here's the URL to this particular PDF. | can go
to the service, | can get to the HTM,, | can get
to the underlying XM. data, as well. So there's

nore power avail able through the service than
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there is through the client.

You can al so query for data across
mul tiple cases through the service and I'l|l show
you an exanple of that. So I'mgoing to get a zip
file of Case 7651587877975812.

MR. ONENS: Can you deliver it as a PDF,
pl ease, so they can see that?

MR. WOLF: Sure; it's just a change in
the URL. Now, because this is going to be a
fairly large PDF, for the sake of tine, | can say
- well, et nme only include the APP docunents of
these two cases, and then you get a PDF of just
t hose particul ar docunents.

MR. ONENS: The power that Joe is
show ng you is that the new design based on the
web 2.0 technol ogies and the infrastructure that
we have depl oyed allows us to separate the back
end fromthe front end, which would allow a third
party vendor to produce a nuch better user
i nterface above and beyond what we have done
W t hout involving us at all.

It al so shows that we have progressed
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much further in the back end than we have the
front end at the nonent. W can devel op

i nterfaces to download nultiple related cases and
join themall into one PDF, or deliver all
docunents into a single PDF, which sone of our

fol ks that have spoken to us in trademarks have

r equest ed.

Joe, if you can, now, as part of TRD 2,
we're pretty nuch replicating the current
functionality, as requested, on the current - in
the new environnent, but we're al so i ndependently
wor ki ng on new functionality for TDR 2.1 as part
of our agile nethod. Joe, can you show themthe
qui ck deno of the video file?

MR, WOLF: Sure.

MS. PEARCE: In the neantine, John, |
have one qui ck question. Does this TDR retrieval
I ncl ude assignnent information, as well as the
prosecution history?

MR. ONENS: That's a good question. |
don't knowif it's available on TDR today.

M5. PEARCE: It is a separate database,
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so that's why it would be great if it were al so
I ncl uded.

MR. WOLF: As of right now, the only
information is fromthe docunent repository
dat abase.

MR ONENS: It's a different database
t oday.

MR. WOLF: There are intentions for the
future to include other information from ot her
dat abases into the service, that's not schedul ed
for this current release, but the intention is
t hat because of the separation between the client
and the service, we can start adding that
i nformation into the service w thout disrupting
the client, and then when the client decides how
they wanted to split information, they can nake a
change to the client so that the public can see,
as well.

M5. PEARCE: | would just like to put in
a vote for having the assignnent information
added. | think that's sonething that's crucially

i nportant any tinme you're reviewing a file
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history. So if you guys could prioritize that,
t hat woul d be great.

MR ONENS: |'msure that trademarks has
heard you, so we take our priority fromtrademarks
actually. But we also have TDR 2.1 going, and
we'll ook at future enhancenents as we go al ong.
Joe is going to show you a big one, which is
actually a lot farther reachi ng because we have
to, of course, store multinedia files, which we do
not do today. But we wanted to show you that the
services we are producing are extendabl e beyond
their current capabilities that we have throughout
the rest of the system which is the display of --
the retrieval and display of a video in store
which is on our test systemtoday.

MR. WOLF: Unfortunately, the volune is
not working, but there is sone nice, exciting
music to go along with this wonderful video. And
there are many ot her wonderful videos in the
trademar k dat abase, as well, and they can be
exposed through the web service.

MR ONENS: So you're going to see a
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next year. The deploynent, the final deploynent,
I ncluding the first ever USPTO depl oynent into a
cl ouded environnent for trademarks, the very first
one ever here, if everything goes well with the
beta by April, which is big news --

MR. LOCKHART: And is that going to be
the - that's the first inplenentation of Trademark
Next Ceneration?

MR ONENS: [t is one of the features
that was derived out of the four work request
forms that were submtted, though a work request
form doesn't have enough detail in it to suffice
it to say define a product. Wat we did was, we
gl eaned several itens out of that, those four work
request fornms, worked with trademarks to define
t hose products, and then we built them and what
you're seeing nowis the results of sone of that
wor K.

MR. LOCKHART: Well, | understand that,

but given that this is the first cloud based
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application, we're now noving i nto TMNG?

MR. ONENS: Yes, this starts it. |
don't want to say that it's the end all, be all,
there is still alot nore to do, but it is the
first step.

MR. LOCKHART: W understand that we
understand that, but it's great to see this first

step and great to see that you are noving in the

cl oud.

MR ONENS: So let's talk a little bit
about sonething that will effect the exam ners.
You've heard ne tal k about it before. |If | could

get the slide noved. You were on the right slide,
| just need you to go to the next one. Ckay. |
would |i ke to notate a small correction to this
slide that slipped in at the |ast mnute.
Actually, this isn't the correct slide at all, but
that's all right.

As much as |I'd like to develop a tine
machine, | can't go back to the second quarter of
FY 2010, so those are supposed to be the last two

dates there, FY 2011, and it's mssing a bullet,
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which Il fill in for you. | guess ny slides
didn't get updated.

But basically you've all heard about
RDMS and the publication of the TMEP. RDMS, as
was stated before, is a publication system |t
takes XML data and it published it in a variety of
formats. XM keeps it native XM., HITM., PDF,
what ever we desire. And there is a front end
correspondi ng tool that allows public comrent
cal |l ed | deaScal e.

Now, this was just denonstrated to
trademarks within the [ast week. An IdeaScale is
used by the Wiite House as the main commenting
tool available for the public to coment on
various things the admnistration is doing. And
we're working with trademarks to refine that
experi ence, and when they are happy, we w ||
| aunch it.

But the beta 1 for that |aunch, for the
public conmment tool, the internal XM. editing with
the piece of software that was nentioned earlier

cal l ed oxygen, that's basically an XM text
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editor, as well as the internal search capability
I s planned for Decenber.

Qur beta 2 plan, which is in the second
quarter of FY 2011, you have to renenber, we start
our year in Cctober, so it's the first three
nont hs next year, is internal search and
annotation, so an examner will be able to use the
search system as well as annotate and keep their
annotations, their comments in the environnent.

But also the bullet that's mssing is
that public search capability, will be put up
there. There's two standing issues in the way of
that; one is the results of the beta 1, because if
we find out that the search is inadequate
internally, we were reluctant to release it
externally, though |I heard | oud and cl ear
yesterday fromthe subconmttee that it may still
be desirable; and the second is a licensing issue
wth the software, we just have to nake sure we've
acquired the right |icenses and contractual
agr eenent .

Last, but not |east, the production plan
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for somewhere in the fourth quarter of the year
after the beta has been conplete. Now, we hope to
get it done earlier, but wthout feedback fromthe
beta, and that usually likes to run for two or
three nonths, we don't quite know yet.

MR. LOCKHART: Now, this won't be the
w ki version, is it a precursor to the w ki?

MR. ONENS: Let's talk about the term
wi ki. Not to get all geek on you fol ks, but w ki
has a particular connotation on it, which is,
soneone starts a conversation, and the person can
change the content. So if you ever go to a w Ki
site like Wkipedia, and you want to change the
content of the article, you can.

We're not | ooking at an actual w k
site, we're looking nore at what's known as a
di scussion forum which is, the original post
doesn't get to change, because as nuch as | think
a | ot of people would like to change the rules on
the TMEP, they can't. But what it allows you to
do is comment on that section or subsection, as

wel | as comment on other people's comments. So if
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we're tal king about is that tool the |deaScale
tool that allows the discussion forumto happen
going to be available for beta 2, the answer is,
yes, and we are hoping to include the public
search capability, as well, which we knowis very
i mportant for folks to be able to --

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: John, a question. [|I'm
gat hering though fromthe TTAB and from Lynne's
group that they want a wwki. Am| gathering from
you that you don't see that happeni ng?

MR. ONENS: The product that is being
I nvestigated, ldeaScale, is not a wki, it is a
di scussi on forum

CHAl RMAN FARMVER: Right, and that's ny
concern. It appears that the Cl O fol ks may be
going in the direction that's not what's being
requested fromthe TTAB and the trademark
operati on.

MR ONENS: Not to toss it over the
fence, but the selection of that tool was done by
the front office.

MR LOCKHART: Well, I don't know t hat
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they're necessarily inconpatible, but I nmean | can
see sone utility to this, but I think the question
Is, are we al so pursuing a w ki version of the
TMEP, not that the public could go in and nmake
changes to the TMEP, but they coul d propose
changes, | think that's the idea, right?

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Well, | think the idea
Is that there would be a parallel version.

There's the official one that, of course, the
public doesn't change, but there's a parallel one
I n which the public can suggest changes based upon
t he di scordance they see between those nmanual s and
the law that they're built upon. Lynne, is that
correct?

MR. O/NENS: That is what a di scussion
forumdoes, it allows you to nake comments and
propose changes on the current TMEP. A wi ki woul d
all ow you to make the change. This catal ogs your
request ed changes and di scussions on a particular
topic. That's what ny comment was about. | think
we are using the terns inappropriately.

MR. LOCKHART: Well, the short answer
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Is, and | realize that you're driving toward this,
and again, | think we all recognize there's
utility to this, but the short answer is, you
don't have anot her process ongoing for what we're
referring to perhaps |oosely as a w ki version of
the TMEP? This is what you have under

devel opnent, and you have nothing el se under
devel opnent right now regardi ng the TMEP?

MR. ONENS: That is correct.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: I f we could junp in,
Lynne.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: Yes, | think
the trademark saw this tool |ast week for the
first - a couple days ago | think, no, | guess it
was | ast week for the first tinme and have just -
at this point don't think it particularly neets
what we had in mnd. W've been told that it
perhaps can be altered in terns of using wKi
technically, we've been using it as a short hand
to describe what we want.

| think there's a disconnect in actually

figuring out what trademarks wants here but this
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tool is a fine tool and as seen, it doesn't do
what we want it to do, so that's an issue. | also
have a question. All this beta, is that actually
for the TMEP or is that for the MPEP?

MR. ONENS: No, it's both actually.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: In talking to
folks within trademarks, |I'm not sure that was the
time schedul e that we understood, but that's fine.
Thank you for clarifying.

MR. ONENS: No problem Any other
questions before | go on? So let's talk a little
bit about the deploynment, where | was getting to
before, sorry | mssed a slide, of the universal
| aptop. And | don't know if the camera over there
Is on, but if we can show the imge to everyone
out there of what the new | aptop | ooks IiKke.

Basically, again, this is the Intel |7
quad core eight gig of RAM fully nodern | aptop.
We have planned the first beta to start in
Decenber. There are 100 users across the agency
di vided up between all of the business units. And

then we have two additional betas that wll add
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200 people at a tinme, one in January and one in
February.

Currently, the bulk of the software is
wor ki ng. There is one trademark or two small
trademark applications that are not quite out of
internal testing yet, but they will be com ng
al ong shortly, as well as a couple of patent
applications, but they're noving right al ong.

The purpose of the beta is to test out
the environnent and find the issues with the
software in its conversion, as well as the
usability of the product itself. Once we receive
all of the data, we plan on starting to roll out
to the business units in March, and we hope to
conpl ete deploynent within a 12 nonth w ndow.

MR, LOCKHART: John, you m ght want to
talk a little bit about - | know you're trying to
get the image of it up on the screen, but while
they're doing that, you mght want to talk a
little bit about the related - well, I'Il tell you
what, your next slide is on VOP, so on the

bandwi dt h thi ng, maybe you'll wait until you get
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there, but at sonme point we'd |like to hear about
t he bandw dt h.

MR. ONENS: | was just going to show you
the laptop here real quick, if we can switch to
the canera on the side. WlIl, why don't we
continue to the next slide then since - okay. Too
| ate, alnost there. |If you can adjust that a
little bit.

It is a Wndows | aptop. W purchased
them The trademark software, though, you can't
see the desktop, is on the desktop. | think
there's a small issue right now wth getting trade
ups, as well as Madrid through testing, but that
Is continuing. So we are very, very, very cl ose.

If you pan out to the right, please, the
rest of the desktop systemis there. There's two
extra nonitors. The docking station is behind the
| aptop, you can't see it. There's a high
resol ution HD canmera, of course, speakers, so
that, as part of this effort, we are investigating
a new software suite of tools for video

col | aboration, a separate keyboard and a separate
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nouse. |If you pan to the left, show themthe
tel ephone. This is the new handset, it wll be
avai | abl e, of course, and it will replace
everyone's phone in the office. It wll also be
avai l abl e to the business units that choose to
provi de them at hone.

It is a CGsco voiceover |P phone, which
we tal ked about earlier in the |ast neeting, which
brings us to the bandwi dth question. | didn't
cover it in the presentation explicitly, but going
from 300 negabits per second to three gigabits per
second i S ongoi ng.

That effort is through the networks
contract provided by GSA. In support of all
agencies, it is an OVB nandate that every one of
the federal governnent nove to that managed
I nternet protocol connectivity through that
contract by the end of next year. And we are
working with GSA, our orders are already in for
the three gigabits per second.

That will cover all of the new bandw dth

necessary for the roll out of the collaboration
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tools and the software for the [aptop system et
cetera. And, of course, the plan, depending on
fundi ng, of course, is still to expand that to six
gigabits the follow ng year, which is nore than
many | SP's have. So we are definitely playing in
a different ball park.

The phone itself, the infrastructure is
rolling out in Cctober, so right now - and it
started in Cctober, it's rolling out now, and the
enpl oyee equi pnent rollout is scheduled at the
sane tinme, this is for the phone, that the | aptop
Is rolling out, because we didn't want to i npact
our custoners, our exanmners in particular, nore
t han once.

So they will very nmuch on the sane day
get a new | aptop, new docking station, they wll
nore than |ikely keep the nonitors they have, they
may need a new printer or scanner dependi ng on
conpatibility, they'll get a new canera, new
keyboard, new nouse, there's a copy of options for
carry bags, we have three options for carrying

bags, and, of course, the new phone, and a video
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col l aboration tool, starting in March, a
conpletely new set up, all nodern. Ckay, |I'm
happy to take sone questi ons.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER:  Thanks, John. | do
have one question. | thought with the VOP i ssue,
there was not only an issue with the equi pnment
that the end users are using, but there was an
overall PTO bandw dth issue; am| m staken about
t hat ?

MR. ONENS: No, that's why | brought up,
as Tim brought up, the answer to the bandw dth
problem which is, it's not on any of the slides,
| tal ked about it just a second ago, we are
ordering that bandw dth, that bandwidth is
ordered, so --

CHAl RVAN FARMER:  And | apol ogi ze if |
zoned out, when do you expect the new bandwidth to
be in place?

MR ONENS: In tinme for the rollout of
the laptop, sir, in a schedule. So not an issue.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER:  Thank you. Mary.

MS. DEN SON: |''mnot sure | understood
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this, so | apologize if I'mconfused. The TDR,
when it shifts into the cloud, you I think
responded to Elizabeth that it would not have the
assi gnnent database. WII| the old TDR - that
currently has a link, so wll that be gone,
because if so, that will be a worse systemfor the
user than what we have now.

MR. LOCKHART: Are you referring to the
| ink that, you know, when you go into TESS, than
you swwtch to TARR, there's a link to the
assi gnnent dat abase.

MS. DENI SON:  Ri ght.

MR. LOCKHART: That's not goi ng away.

MR. ONENS: No, that should not be going
away.

M5. DENI SON. Ckay, | just wanted to
make sure, okay.

MR. ONENS: What we want to do is, we
want to hide in the future, we want to hide the
vari ous dat abases behind a single - a series of
services, and those services would nake the

exposure of the data seanmless to one interface.
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So even though it's comng fromnultiple places on
our side, through a series of services, we can
obfuscate that and provide you one cl ean
Interface. So the request of adding the
assignnents data is certainly doable, you wouldn't
notice. Suddenly you would get the data, or you'd
get the option to retrieve the data.

But we're doing evolutionary work right
now, but we're going to start doing iterative work
very soon as part of the agile nethod, we're doing
2.0, TDR 2.0 now, we're already planni ng and
working on 2.1, we're also planning 2.2, and
that's the way it goes, right.

M5. DENISON. So is TASS goi ng cloud
al so? | was confused | think, because you now go
I nto TASS and you can do TDR or you can do the
assi gnnent dat abase, because that's how peopl e
generally ook at things if they're --

MR. LOCKHART: But you have to hit the
link, it's not in the sane dat abase.

M5. DENISON. Right, but that still wll

be avail able and TESS won't be on the cloud, it's
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just the TDR that'll be on the cloud?

MR. ONENS: TDR was first, yes.

M5. DENISON:. TESS wll eventually be on
t he cl oud?

MR. ONENS: We hope to build the whole
new systemin a cl ouded environnent.

MR. LOCKHART: Because | think the
ulti mte goal, and sonebody correct ne if I'm
m sspeaki ng, but the ultimte goal is that
sonebody in the trademark community woul d be able
to go to one database and you get everything
that's now in TESS, TARR, TDR, and assi gnnents,
one pl ace.

MR. ONENS: Yes, one user interface that
woul d be smart enough to know what services to
make the request from and there may be 30
services behind it, but it would be one interface
for you, and delivery would be seanl ess and
uniform So if you wanted that information, as
you saw, you could check different boxes of the
I nformati on you wanted, and you want to dunp it

let's say into a file for your records in a PDF,
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whi ch you saw denonstrated, if there was other
data types avail able there, you would just check
those, hit drop it into a PDF or drop it into a
zip file or whatever you desired, and we'd deliver
It to you, and that's the beauty of the system

W don't have to radically change the
envi ronnent, nor do we have to radically change
the back end infrastructure to add those pieces of
functionality for you.

MR. LOCKHART: O to put it in | guess a
very short way, the idea, if | understand, is to
consolidate all the data and nmake the delivery of
the data transparent to the user so the user
doesn't have to worry about was it filed as a PDF,
as a JPEG as a video, just give ne the data and
you get it.

MR. ONENS: Yes.

CHAl RMAN FARMER:  Bob, do you have any
gquestions?

MR, ANDERSON:.  No.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Are there any others

fromany TPAC nenbers? Anyone in the audi ence?
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John, thank you.

MR. ONENS: Thank you, and | hope you
have a good afternoon.

MR. LOCKHART: Can we tal k about
CAPTCHA?

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Sure, go ahead, that's
true, | forgot we put it on public record.

MR ONENS: [|'msorry. The attacks that
we were seeing on our site as related to
trademar ks have dropped. W did work to get ready
to put in CAPTCHA when necessary, but because
t hose seemto have subsi ded, and we are prepared
to put in CAPTCHA if necessary, and we didn't want
our constituency to have to suffer through using
CAPTCHA unl ess it was necessary to protect the
agency, we have decided to put that on hold until
t he need ari ses.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: The ot her thing that
Lynne rem nded ne is that we've tal ked about
assignnments a good bit, but I'"'mnot sure if we hit
specifically on trying to get away from usi ng fax

to communi cate assignnent instead, and instead, |
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thing going to email. Did we hit that, Tinf

MR LOCKHART: Yes, Gary Cannon
addressed that earlier.

COW SSI ONER BERESFORD: | didn't know
if thisis an OClO issue, | didn't know whet her
John had any comrents on it.

MR LOCKHART: Yes, |'mnot sure you
were in the room

MR. ONENS: As far as | know, we've been
working wiwth Gary, who net with ny team and wor ked
It out. There's a couple of questions that need
to be answered, one of them | believe is |egal,
Gary, you can correct ne if I"'mwong. And we can
prioritize that along with the rest of the |ist.
Again, we take priority fromtrademarks on what
needs to be done and when. But we're working
t hrough the issue, as far as | know.

MR. LOCKHART: Yes, | think, and again,
you may not have been in the roomat the tine, but
we, the TPAC, would |ike to hear on that issue is,
by the next TPAC neeting, if we could get sone

clarity about are there any |egal issues or
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practical issues that would preclude providing to
the trademark community notice of recordation of
assignnent by email, and then when would it be
possi ble for the trademark community to actually
vi ew t he assi gnnent docunent, you know, the
underlying assignnent itself, as opposed to the
PTO s notice of recordation and the record title
regardi ng the trademark assi gnnent or the
trademark application or registration?

MR ONENS: [|'Il be happy to continue
supporting Gary in that research and defining that
product that he would like to see and those
requi rements. And, of course, once those are
avai l able and prioritized, we'll be happy to work
on it.

CHAl RMAN FARMER: Is there anything el se
for John? John, thank you.

MR. ONENS: You all have a good
af t ernoon, thank you.

CHAl RMVAN FARMER: That takes us through
that part of our agenda. Now is the public forum

and public square tine. D d anyone on TPAC,
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Howar d, have any comments that they wanted to
make?

MR. FRIEDVAN: Yes, I'Il sort of pile
on, but in a good way, to go full circle fromthe
neeting. | just wanted to add in ny brief
coments regarding folks that are or nmay be
departing. First for Bob, |I'mgoing to assune
that you're still going to be around, but if for
sone reason you're not renom nated, obviously we
go back a few years when it cane to | abor
managenent matters, and | really appreciate now
being on the sane side, really appreciate being on
the sanme side. And for Elizabeth and Jim you
know, on its nost basic level, really on its nost
basic |l evel, you're just two individuals who bring
so nmuch as human bei ngs and you're just very
| i keabl e, both of you, and there's a nunber of
things I could say that support why you're so
| i keabl e and why you're going to be m ssed so
greatly, whether it's the hunor, the kindness, and
the |list goes on and on.

But | just want to pass on how nuch |
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personally amgoing to mss both of you. And I
can only hope that peace and serenity wll be
created your way, such that when you're sl eeping
| ate at night, you don't get woken up thinking
about the itens on John Farnmer's chanpion |ist
that you neither conpleted or he's still going to
assign to you, and that is actually a | ot of peace
and serenity in view of that chanpion |ist.
Finally, we did a |lot of toasting |ast
night, and rightfully so, to Lynne, the outgoing
Comm ssioner. | would add sort of two penultinmate
t houghts sitting where | do, as | guess the inside
menber of TPAC. | think as a Conmm ssioner, and
particular this Conm ssioner, Lynne Beresford,
it's the kind of a job, the way Lynne did this
kind of job, where we see a |lot of things, but
there's also a lot of things that never get to
TPAC and never get to ne, and all | can say is, on
behal f of nyself and on behalf of TPAC, |'m sure,
assumng I'mnot taking any liberties, thank you.
You have to be a filter, and obviously we see a

| ot of things, but there's also a lot of things we
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don't.

And that leads to part two, whichis, in
that job, the job that Lynne had, you have to wear
a |ot of hats, you have to conmuni cator, you have
to be a negotiator, you have to be a politician,
you have to be deft, you have to have trenendous
busi ness acunen, and these are all skills that
Lynne has.

You al so have to deal with peopl e above
you, people to the side of you, people bel ow you,
you actually even at tinmes have to deal wth that
rogue outfit known as TPAC and NTU 245, but we
appreciate no matter what hats you've worn and who
you've dealt with, that you' ve run a great ship,
we appreciate all that you' ve done for the
trademark exam ning attorneys. |, on a very basic
personal |evel, appreciate all that you' ve done
for me. And | only wish you the best as you pile
on future nenories, future points in bridge,
future menories with your children, and future
photos with all your travels, the best of | uck.
