The Commissioner’s authority to review and
supervise the work of the Office is exercised by
the promulgation of the Rules of Practice; is-
suance of Orders, Notices and Memoranda stat-
ing Office policies and modes for effectuati
these policies; decisions on petitions by appl-
cants, and by the designation of particular
cases which must be submitted to the Comlms-
sioner or other officiale authorized by the Com-
missioner. The present chapter deals with the
latter two items.

The Commissioner’s authority relating to de-
cisions on petitions and to the supervision of
the work of the examining corps has, in in-
stances not requiring the personal decision of
the Commissioner, been delegated to the Super-
intendent, to the Directors, to the Group
Managers, to the Solicitor and to the Law
Examiners.
