SHUTTLE BUS SERVICE

Q1.  What is the distance of the shuttle runs?
A1   Depending on the route, the distance is 3.8 to 4.7 miles between 600 Dulany Street, Alexandria, VA (Carlyle Campus) and 2800 South Randolph Street, Arlington, Virginia.
Q2.  How often are the Special event Busses used?
A2.  During the past year, the special events buses were required on 4 separate occasions.
Q3.  Can the shuttle buses be parked at either site during off hours? 
A3.  No, the shuttle buses cannot be parked at either site during off hours.
Q4. Can you provide an estimate of how many hours of service for each type of Special 

        Event bus will be requested? 
A4.  The estimated hours of service for each type of special event bus depends on the destination and duration of the event.   Therefore estimates cannot be provided. However, past special events have included transportation for a group of individuals from either site to the Department of Commerce, located in Washington, D.C., various Washington, DC hotels, or other federal buildings in the Metropolitan area.  Other special events have included large coach vehicle for approximately 700 employees to an off-site location, i.e., Baltimore, MD for an annual management conference.
Q5.  Are you sure the attached shuttle schedules are correct?
A5.  The attached schedules are not correct.  The last run for each shuttle bus is 5:05 pm.
