Software Development, Integration & Testing (SDI&T)
The USPTO has a continuing requirement for Software Development, Integration, Testing, Configuration Management Support, Software Maintenance, Transition and Program Management Support.  This is a follow-on acquisition to the current Systems Development and Integration Contracts DOC50PAPT0501004 and DOC50PAPT0501005, with Raytheon and Computer Sciences Corporation, respectively.  A draft solicitation is being prepared for release for comment on February 19, 2010 at the website referenced below.  The estimated release date for the solicitation is March 15, 2010.  The requirement is to provide the software development, integration and testing services for integration of Commercial Off the Shelf (COTS) products with customized software applications, database applications, and other solutions not available in off-the-shelf modular software applications.  Integration may include the integration of technical components, organizational components and documentation.

The contractor shall also perform design and engineering activities in support of the development and implementation of new automated information systems and enhancement of existing systems.  The contractor shall provide support to the patent and trademark application processing and examination systems, USPTO management and administrative systems, and dissemination of patent and trademark information to the public.  The contractor shall provide the necessary skilled staff, tools, and resources to analyze, develop, deploy, maintain, and enhance USPTO systems. The services required include life cycle development; i.e., system/software design and analysis, programming, testing, integration, customer training, implementation, operations, system/software maintenance, project-specific system engineering, information/software engineering, product assurance, project management, and other related services and products.  The NAICS code is expected to be “541519 – Other Computer Related Services”.
The USPTO expects to award multiple performance-based service contracts as a result of this acquisition.  It is the USPTO’s intention to make an award to at least one small business. The base period of performance is anticipated for one year with four (4) one-year options for renewal.  It is anticipated that the contract type will be labor hour or firm fixed price with task ordering provisions.  The estimated level of effort for this requirement is 450,000 hours for a base and four (4) one-year options.  The USPTO reserves the right to compete unique requirements for software development outside of this contract.
