22 In May, we forned a smaller working
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1 group which turned out to be not that small, gﬁes
2 we were very pleased to see the willingness of

3 so many people to roll up their sleeves and join
4 the working group with a commtnent to really

5 I nvest and to engage in the process.

6 So we know that that group has worked

7 extrenely hard over the past nonths to be able

8 to nove forward to agreenents on approaches to

9 | nprovi ng the operation of the Notice and

10 Takedown System

11 For every one of the six public

12 neeti ngs, there have been nmultiple working group
13 neetings and calls, and plus, of course, a

14 drafting group that was fornmed in the | ast few
15 months. And | know that the nmenbers of that

16 group have al so worked extrenely hard.

17 The initial goal of the working group
18 was to tackle the subject of standardization in
19 the notice and takedown process, but, of course,
20 that work has evol ved and norphed into sonething
21 rat her broader.

22 So we do want, at this point in tine,
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1 to thank all of the participants for their veF?EG
2 I npressive -- | won't use the word "hercul ean”
3 -- but very inpressive efforts, and in
4 particular to recognize the major conmtnents of
5 time and effort by the working group's co-
6 chairs, Sandra Aistars and Ji m Hal pert.
7 So in prior public neetings, Sandra and
8 Jim as chairs of the working group, have shared
9 wth everyone the results of the group's ongoing
10 work as it noved fromhigh | evel discussions and
11 I deas to the nitty-gritty of drafting.
12 And fromthe perspective of those of us
13 who have been wat ching from outside the virtual
14 roons of the working group neetings and who have
15 not had to share the frustration in trying to
16 nove forward day to day, the conversation has
17 been extrenely val uabl e and constructive in
18 shedding Iight on concerns and really increasing
19 mut ual under st andi ng anong a much w der group of
20 st akehol ders than woul d normal |y have day-to-day
21 conversations on these subjects.

4 aware that the discussions in recent weeks have
5 soneti nmes touched on sensitive topics and we do
6 appreci ate everyone's willingness to engage and
7 to keep trying to nove forward.
8 So we | ook forward to hearing what Jim
9 and Sandra have to share with us today about the
10 out cone of these | ast weeks of discussion.
11 We've allotted tine until noon today.
12 We're not sure how much di scussi on of
13 t he docunent there will be at this point because
14 we do know it was relatively |ate yesterday that
15 sonet hi ng was produced. But, obviously, we'l]l
16 see where people are and how nuch di scussi on we
17 have, and then we'll talk a little bit about
18 where we proceed fromwhat's been produced by
19 t he wor ki ng group.
20 So inthe interest of time, | wll stop
21 here and turn over the mc to ny coll eague, John
22 Morris, Associate Admi nistrator and Director of

2 MR MORRIS: Geat. Thanks, Shira.
3 Just to reiterate in terns of what she said in
4 terns of appreciation for all of the hard work,
5 especially for Sandra and Jim and to say, as
6 NTlI A observed in the privacy process, that these
7 engagenents, | think, are kind of al nost
8 guaranteed to lead to a higher |evel of
9 understanding by all parties and that's a really
10 positive thing, | think, in general.

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1 Public Know edge is here today and provided
2 really invaluable input throughout the process,
3 including yesterday during the sort of |ast-
4 mnute rush to get this ready. So did Corynne
5 McSherry who can't be here who's on the West
6 Coast from EFF.
7 But this was truly a group effort.
8 (Qbviously, in any multistakehol der process, nobody
9 gets their wish list. But in the end, | think
10 there were a series of conprom ses that produced
11 sonething that really advances the ball in terns
12  of inproving the efficiency of the notice and
13 takedown process and protecting interests of users
14 as well as creators in that process.
15 M5. AISTARS: So just to give you a
16 sense of the status of what you have before you,
17 this is a draft that the drafting group has
18 produced and are recommendi ng of good, bad, and
19 situational practices. It's not sonething that
20 has been fully discussed wth the full working
21 group just because of the timng of the
22  discussi ons.
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1 W al so have tal ked anongst the
2 drafting group and recognize that there's sone
3 final cleanup work necessary on the docunent to
4 finalize sone exanples and sone appendi ces.
5 W' ve tal ked about having sone
6 structured email formats included in the
7 docunent, and we're also scheduling a discussion
8 wth folks at Chilling Effects to discuss ways
9 to prevent the site, which is intended and is
10 used for scholarly research, frombeing used in
11 unanticipated ways as a de facto database of
12 links to access renoved content.
13 So there's a little bit of work that
14 we're still planning to do. But we haven't
15 planned any further in-person neetings. Rather,
16 we'll have sone snaller groups designated to go and
17 have those conversations and then report back.
18 And then, | guess, |ater today we can
19 all speak as a group about how best to deal wth
20 additional input on points that weren't already
21  discussed or issues that go beyond the scope of
22  this docunent.
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1 MR. HALPERT: So the docunent is, and
2 we went through and edited this pretty
3 t horoughly, but the title should say "List of
4 Good, Bad, and Situational Practices" rather
5 than saying "Bad and Situational Practices Being
6 Devel oped" because we now have worked on those.
7 But it remains a series of |ists of
8 these different categories of practices, good
9 ones that are held out for others in the
10 particul ar stakehol der category to | ook at
11 | npl enmenting for their organi zati on; bad ones,
12 which are to be avoided and are, | guess,
13 inmplicitly criticized by this docunent; and then
14 situational practices, and we'll explain what
15 that termnmeans a little bit later.
16 But they're organi zed by categories of
17 st akehol ders. It may neke sense to streanline
18 this alittle bit nore because in sone cases all
19 the sanme practices apply, for exanple, to
20 entities that are using web forns or Usenet
21 provi der, a separate category for Usenet that
22 we've now had to renove because we don't really

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1 have a set of unique practices for Usenet.
2 So we probably need to | ook at these
3 categories a little bit. They may be
4 reorgani zed slightly and the title wll be
5 reorgani zed. But you have a very heavily worked
6 docunment now with a | ot of input being provided
7 t hrough the working group and in the drafting
8 group processes.
9 And t he stakehol ders who parti ci pat ed
10 I n the devel opnent of the best practices may
11 well differ in the interpretation of the
12 relevant |aw or |laws that underlie this.
13 And the point of this is not to resolve
14 differences of legal interpretation in the best
15 practices. |In fact, when there were different
16 | egal interpretations, because it's inpossible
17 to get consensus, we bypassed those issues. So
18 this is not the point of this docunent. It's
19 not a concession on either side about
20 Interpretation of the law. But the stakehol ders
21 di d achi eve conprom se on issues that were
22 beyond the narrow scope of the initial work as

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1 well as significant agreenents on best practﬁzﬁém
2 for notice and counter-notice senders as well as
3 for online service providers who receive these
4 noti ces.
5 M5. Al STARS. So we've been reporting
6 t hroughout the process on what we've been
7 di scussing as a group and giving you drafts so
8 that there is an opportunity to weigh in and ask
9 guestions and so forth. Rat her than goi ng
10 t hrough a docunent line by line as we did at the
11 | ast plenary neeting, we'll just give you kind
12 of the highlights of a couple of issues that we
13 t hi nk we achi eved significant progress on beyond
14 the initial scope of work that we had first set,
15 and in no particular order. W were able to
16 achi eve progress concerning the use of automated
17 tools. W recomrended various good practices
18 when using automated tools that are reasonabl e
19 under the circunstances and take into account
20 t hi ngs about the site invol ved, how nuch
21 information is visible to the notifier, the
22 apparent volune of infringenent on a given site.
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1 And these practices are useful in determning

the online |location where the material or a link
to the material resides and encouragi ng al so
noti ce senders to appropriately consider whether
use of the material that's identified in the

matter of conplained in the notice is not

MR. HALPERT: The second one, and this
10 was sonething that we worked on very heavily

11 over the past week, is accuracy of notices.

12 Suggest ed good and bad accuracy practices in

13 notice sending with respect to identifying

14 whether the allegedly infringing material or a
15 reference -- for exanple, an advertisenent

16 sayi ng, hey, we've got this material -- is

17 actually at the location that the notice is

18 referring to so that the service provider that
19 receives the notice can | ook for this and

20 actually find the material to be able to act on
21 it on the site.

22 MS. AISTARS: We were also able to

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1 achieve agreenent around guidelines, or at |east

2 an approach, that third-party senders should

3 take to ensure that they're notifying consistent

4 wth these best practices and taking those into

7 MR, HALPERT: And there was anot her

8 concern that has been expressed throughout the

9 process about so-called "nested |inks" that are

10 sonetinmes used by bad actors to keep repopul ating

11 references to infringing material. And this was

12 sonething that, again, the working group made

13 progress on since the last draft, and it's

14 identified as a bad practice for service providers
15 that host a file that's associated wth a |ink

16 identified in a valid DMCA notice to create nultiple
17 links to the file in order to frustrate the DMCA

18 takedown process. W had heard earlier about this
19  probl em about content repopulating i mediately after
20 being taken down, that that was very frustrating and
21 this spells out very clearly is a bad practice setting
22 up these links by a service provider in order to

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1 frustrate the takedown of the first link. And so

2 this is spelled out very clearly as a bad practice.
3 M5. AISTARS. Simlarly, in terns of

4 notices to posters who re-post material after an
5 initial takedown notice has been issued, we were
6 able to agree that it's a good practice to send

7 a warning about term nation of accounts in

8 response to repeated re-posting of allegedly

9 infringing material on a site.

10 MR. HALPERT: And, also, there has been
11 concern expressed, particularly at the initial

12  Berkel ey neeting, about the use of |anguage that
13 is designed to really intimdate people from

14  submtting valid notice and takedown notices by
15 posting stignatizing | anguage when sonebody

16 actually has provided a valid takedown notice or
17 intimdating | anguage threatening things that,

18 for exanple, just would not actually happen as a
19 matter of law. And these sorts of posts, where
20 they're designed to deter people fromsubmtting
21 valid takedown notices, were recogni zed as the

22 bad practice that they are.

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1 M5. Al STARS. Yes. And just to

2 suppl enment that, that would also apply to using

3 stigmatizing or intimdating | anguage to deter

7 mentioned in the introduction that we have

8 agreed al so to continue our discussions and

9 specifically to schedule a discussion with

10 Chilling Effects about steps that m ght be taken
11 to prevent msuse of its database.

12 MR. HALPERT: And one thing | don't

13 think we have on our list but the chair pointed
14 out that we've worked on since the | ast neeting,
15 Andrew Bridges nentioned a series of tactics

16 t hat have been used by people who really don't
17 want their takedown notices to be acted on.

18 They provide a sort of pro forma, sonmewhat

19 deceptive or difficult-to-act-on notice on the
20 eve of filing a lawsuit. And we've included not
21 a reference to lawsuits, but as bad practices

22 references to sort of tricky things |ike sending

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1 a fax wthout a cover sheet so that the fax
2 isn't directed to the designated agent, and
3 you'll see that as an addition in the docunent
4 responding to a concern that was expressed in a
5 full-group neeting, and the stakehol ders and the
6 drafting group all agreed to | anguage that
7 focuses on that.
8 M5. Al STARS: And so Jimnentioned
9 al so, a few nonents ago, that we've worked on
10 situational practices. There are various
11 practices that we identified through our
12 consultations with one another that are neither
13 good nor bad, but they affect the efficiency for
14 all parties concerned. And a further
15 expl anation of circunstances in which they nmay
16 be appropriate to use or ways in which they may
17 be appropriate to use we felt would benefit
18 readers of the docunent, benefit people who are
19 contenplating setting up new services. And so
20 t he docunent explains sone of these issues.
21 MR. HALPERT: Yes. They all relate to
22 efficiency. So one itemthat's discussed and

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1 the group focused on early is the use of trug?ﬁdm
2 sender notification prograns which offer the
3 potential for greater efficiency of subm ssion
4  of take-down notices, it's easier to do that,
5 and then conversely, can have conditions to
6 participate in the programthat one is providing
7 hi gh-quality notices that are clear to act on.
8 So this is a potential win-win. It's a
9 situational practice because it doesn't always
10 work on different platforns and you have to have
11 a certain scale to use them but this is culled
12 out wth sone guidelines about how one m ght go
13 about creating this, what the elenents typically
14 are, and then explaining why this can be a
15 significant boost to efficiency.
16 M5. Al STARS: Anot her situational
17 practice that we di scussed and that you'll see
18 as additional |anguage in the docunent rel ates
19 to the use of various security neasures. One
20 exanple of a security nmeasure that we spent
21 quite a lot of tine discussing is the use of
22 CAPTCHA codes, and we all agreed that it was a

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1 negative practice to use CAPTCHA codes and e
2 mul tipl e CAPTCHA codes and use themin a fashion
3 that's intended to frustrate the subm ssion of a
4 notice.

6 pur poses and so didn't want to have an
7 acknow edgenent in the docunent that it's either
8 good or bad, but wanted to explain the
9 situations in which they are appropriate to use.
10 W further discussed the way that even using a
11 si ngl e CAPTCHA code in a subm ssion process can
12 frustrate the use of automated tools to send
13 notices. And so the | anguage, which I won't
14 attenpt to characterize here, explains all of
15 t he circunstances around CAPTCHA codes that are
16 wort h consi deri ng.
17 MR. HALPERT: As well as sone potenti al
18 alternatives to use in certain circunstances.
19 So it's absolutely neutral as to the use of this
20 and ot her security neasures, but suggests sone
21 considerations to think about to pronote
22 efficiency.

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1 Anot her issue is acknow edgenent and
2 status reporting. This was sonething that the
3 notifiers expressed real interest in having.

4  There's a discussion about how this can
5 function, the sorts of conditions that one m ght
6 want to have to neet in order to provide this
7 sort of status reporting.
8 So if you send a junk notice that
9 doesn't contain the DMCA el enents, for exanple,
10 or submt it to the wong sort of provider,
11 providing the status reporting is not
12 appropriate, but if sonmebody is submtting a
13 notice that neets the DMCA el enents, then under
14 sone circunstances this can really pronote
15 efficiency and this is a good practice.
16 So these tal ks about the context in
17 which the particular issue arises, use of a
18 CAPTCHA code to pronote security is different
19 than setting up a CAPTCHA code process that's a
20 barrier to subm ssion of a valid notice.
21 M5. Al STARS: And, actually, also on
22 t he acknow edgenent and status reporting point,

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1 we had di scussions early on, which continuedF?goe23
2 be reflected to the group throughout the
3 process, for efficient correspondence between
4 the notice sender and the notice recipient, it's
5 very useful to provide an acknow edgenent t hat
6 actually allows the notice sender to track which
7 notice it applies to.
8 Peopl e are often sending nultiple
9 notices on nmultiple pieces of copyrighted
10 content, and just to facilitate the
11 communi cati ons and know whet her the response
12 you're getting to a web formyou submtted or to
13 an email you' ve submtted relates to one notice
14 or another notice is helpful for everyone.
15 MR. HALPERT: And the final situational
16 practice is requesting additional information in
17 order to nmake the notice processing by the
18 service provider nore efficient.
19 If the information isn't necessary to
20 | nprove the response to the notice, this is
21 sonething that could be an inefficiency. On the
22 ot her hand, in specific situations, for exanple,

6 And if there isn't any, that m ght suggest that

7 it would up at the right place.

8 "' mjust wondering whether or not that
9 was sonething that was considered in the

10 neetings, and if not, maybe we could kick the
11 | dea around right now.
12 MR MORRIS. So let ne just take a

13 crack at responding to good suggesti ons.

14 MS. PERLMUTTER: That's a techni cal
15 term
16 MR MORRIS: Two different points, |

17 t hi nk, Matt, you've raised. Wuld the docunent
18 have sone sort of special significance if a

19 final version is posted on a governnent website?
20 In the privacy nultistakehol der

21 context, we have generated final versions of

22 docunents -- rather, not we -- stakehol ders have
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1 generated final versions of docunents which &§631
2 do have posted on NTIA' s website with
3 essentially an appropriate caveat for what this
4 I S.
5 The process here, the process that you
6 guys have engaged in, isn't to devel op
7 governnent policy. It is not to even tell us
8 what we should be doing because, in fact, if it
9 were to devel op governnment policy or tell us
10 what we should be doing, we would have had to
11 conply with the Federal Advisory Commttee Act
12 and this woul d have been a nuch bi gger
13 rigmarole. You may have thought it was a big
14 rigmarole, but it would have been a worse
15 ri gmarol e.
16 | think we can be confortable and |
17 think we can craft with you a statenent that
18 pl aces this work in an appropriate context that
19 you and everyone are confortable with so that it
20 I s avail able on a governnment website.
21 Because, frankly, again, as | said
22 earlier, we want to nmake it avail abl e because
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1 the value of this is that as many inplenenters
2 on all sides of the process |earn about it and
3 | earn fromit. So | don't think we have to have
4 anot her neeting because it's going to be on the
5 website.
6 Then the other idea you raised is do we
7 need kind of a bigger comrent process.
8 Honestly, just speaking individually here, this
9 process has been pretty well publicized. [|I'm
10 not exactly sure what we would do to kind of |et
11 peopl e know, hey, this is a nore serious tinme to
12 go focus.
13 | do think that when we post this
14 current docunent now, | think we could post it
15 wth a header that says this is a near-final
16 draft the drafting group is looking to clean up
17 and finalize. It would be hard for us to do a
18 Federal Register notice on that kind of stuff
19 because, again, this process is not to tell us
20 what to do.
21 So we can put it up there, but | would
22 encour age stakeholders to broadly alert their
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1 menbers and constituents to the fact that this
2 Is in a final stage.
3 M5. PERLMJUTTER Let ne add to that.
4 To be honest, if we didn't post the result of a
5 process that we've been facilitating and running
6 and have announced for many nonths now, there
7 would be a serious transparency problem
8 So we' ve been very eager to nmake sure
9 that we do tell people what's going on here and
10 not keep it as sonething that's within a snmaller
11 group, but also to say that this has been as
12 open and participatory a process as one coul d
13 possibly run with nultiple, nmultiple
14 announcenent s sayi ng anyone who wants to
15 partici pate shoul d cone.
16 The wor ki ng group was open to anyone
17 who wanted to be on it. The drafting group was
18 open to anyone who wanted to be on it, | gather.
19 These neetings have all been open and webcast.
20 So there certainly have been nmultiple
21 opportunities for people to have input and there
22 wll continue to be.
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1 And at this point, it's a docunent that
2 just reflects the outcone of a particul ar
3 process of discussion by a particular group of
4 people and that's what it wll be described as.
5 So, yes, there wll be opportunities
6 for people to comment on it if we post it in the
7 current formthat says "near-final draft.”
8 There certainly will be opportunities for people
9 to send conments.
10 MR. SCHRUERS: WMatt Schruers again.
11 So, certainly, | wouldn't suggest not posting
12 sonething for the transparency reasons you
13 i ndicate. If you're going to point an
14 I nstrunent and sort of solicit feedback of any
15 kind, it would seem necessary to have sone sort
16 of nmechanismfor internalizing any feedback.
17 On the other hand, if there's not going
18 to be any sort of way to act on the feedback --
19 you know, sort of soliciting coments isn't
20 really all that useful if nothing's going to
21 happen -- so | think what | was saying before
22 with respect to another neeting was not
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1 encour agi ng anot her neeting for the sake of
2 anot her neeting -- | know everyone has a | ot of
3 things to work on -- but that that woul d be sort
4 of necessary if there is going to be feedback
5 solicited, if this is going to be put out there
6 and say this docunent is, inits current state,
7 relatively fresh.
8 And so whil e people nmay have sort of
9 watched the process through now, it is
10 relatively recent. And so for that reason, |
11 think what I'"'mtrying to say is, it mght nmake
12 sense with this, as it stands now, to sort of
13 put it out and say this is the near-final
14 version, is there any feedback fromthe general
15 public. | realize that sounds |like sort of a
16 noti ce- and- comment process, but it doesn't seem
17 to make a ot of sense to put it out for notice
18 If there's no vehicle for acting on that.
19 And | think this is, as | said before,
20 a relatively recent docunent. So, yes, people
21 coul d have participated in the process up until
22 now, but only nowis there really sonething that
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1 peopl e can act on as sort of broader nenbers ?#636
2 t he public.
3 MR MORRIS: Stay up there. Don't go
4 sit back down. Let's kind of talk this out.
5 My reaction is that I would |Iove a
6 t housand people out there to ook at this
7 docunment closely and tell us that this word on
8 Page 3 really could be nore clear if we used a
9 different word. But I'ma little |ess
10 ent husi astic about the idea of a |ot of people
11 out there | ooking at this.
12 Every single one of you in this room
13 has really inportant issues that are not
14 addressed in this docunent, and because of the
15 difficulties and sone of the challenges, every
16 st akehol der, every inplenenter has things that,
17 well, gosh, it should have done this, or what
18 about X, Y, Z issue.
19 And |' m concerned about whether that's
20 a fruitful process to kind of start where,
21 ultimately, | would just guess, we would get a
22 | ot of people saying, well, this doesn't

1 acconplish enough. So |'mjust not sure that
2 that's a useful use of our tine and of the
3 drafting group's tine to read through them
4 You're raising a very valid question, and
5 after the neeting or whenever, we can kind of
6 figure out how woul d soneone submt a
7 constructive conment.
8 So | don't have a good answer. You're
9 raising a very valid question, but | have
10 concerns about kind of opening it up very
11 br oadl y.
12 M5. PERLMUTTER Can | just add
13 sonething to that. |It's also difficult for us
14 in the governnent to ask for coments on a
15 docunent which isn't our docunent and which we
16 are not adopting in any way.
17 So if there were to be comments on this
18 version of it, | think they would have to be
19 coments that went to the drafting commttee or
20 the working group to take into account.
21 MR. SCHRUERS: Agreed. Yes,
22 absol utely.
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1 MR. KUPFERSCHM D:. This is Keith
2 Kupferschmd fromSIA | think there's sonewhat
3 of a mddle ground here.
4 As Matt points out, and it has been
5 poi nted out by others, this docunent itself is
6 hot off the presses; okay? John, as you
7 nmenti oned, | nean, everyone has an opportunity
8 to listen to this webcast or be here,
9 participate in the working group, et cetera, so
10 | don't think it's necessary for sort of this
11 noti ce- and- comment peri od.
12 But | do think there should be a period
13 of time for the working group -- which |I'm not
14 even sure that the |arger working group has got
15 this docunent yet or not, I'mnot sure -- but to
16 see what comments, if any, the |larger working
17 group has and then, based on that input or |ack
18 of response, we then decide, okay, do we need
19 anot her neeting or not. And | would defer to
20 Sandra and to Jimon that.
21 MR MORRIS: Does that sound |ike a
22 reasonabl e approach? All an?
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1 MR. ADLER. Allan Adler with AAP. This
2 may be a prenmature question for you, but |
3 suppose it would informyour thinking in
4 response to this line of questioning.
5 And that is, presunmably, you're working
6 on a paper or a conpilation of your thinking
7 based upon the other processes that have taken
8 pl ace pursuant to the G een Paper, the other
9 coments that you' ve received and all of that,
10 and, | suppose, thinking down the road how this
11 Is going to fit into whatever you do with all of

12 that other input that you've received from

13 roundt abl es and fromthe comments and all of

14 that, how you think this fits into that, how

15 this would be characterized in that.

16 Because, if you're going to, at sone
17 point |ater down the |line -- and you may not

18 know at this point what that period is going to
19 be, howlong it's going to take -- if you're

20 going to issue another paper addressing all of
21 that i nput and, presumably, that will be subject

22 to a Federal Register notice with further
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1 coment being solicited, does that informyour
2 t hi nking in any way about how to deal with the
3 product here?
4 M5. PERLMJUTTER: That's a good
5 question. Qur current thought is that we are
6 going to continue to deal with the policy issues
7 that were di scussed in the roundtables
8 separately fromthis process, that we see that
9 as being sonething where we will issue sone
10 conclusions fromwhat we've heard that wll be
11 t he Departnment of Commerce's thoughts about what
12 we've heard on those issues, and this wll be
13 nore a separate process of saying here's what
14 the stakehol ders produced in the course of the
15 mul ti st akehol der process.
16 So | wouldn't see themas being |inked
17 and | would see them as being two separate
18 outputs. | nean, that's certainly where we
19 currently are.
20 Go ahead, Jim
21 MR. HALPERT: Qoviously, getting
22 f eedback on a docunent is very inportant and
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1 sonet hing that should happen. At the sane tine,

the nature of a multistakehol der process is to
funnel areas of potential agreenent.

So there's certainly no down side and
there's a process value in getting feedback on

this docunent. |It's a certainty to ne and to

Sandra that people will say why is this issue

not in there, and the answer nine tines out of

ten is going to be that sonebody tried to get
10 that issue into the docunent and there wasn't
11 sufficient consensus to do that.

12 That said, any process with a heavily
13 negoti ated docunent, as we were di scussing,

14 Sandra and |, before this neeting, soneone may
15 have an insight that a word is in here that

16 really doesn't fit, that people were talking to
17 each other and it got too coded and that the

18 text doesn't nmake sense in sone way.

19 | think that both sets of comrents are
20 appropriate to submt. One is nuch nore likely
21 to result in sonme rethinking of the docunent

22 sinply because the group hacked at a bunch of
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1 t hese other issues and wasn't able to obtain
2 agreenent.
3 There really are three types of
4 st akehol ders, and typically at |east one would
5 vehenently object to sone issue com ng on, so |
6 think it is entirely appropriate to ask for
7 comments sonmewhere to be submtted. It would be
8 hel pful to get those comments by sonetine in
9 early January.
10 Then, | guess, the drafting group can
11 sift through themand say, hey, is this
12 sonething that we didn't think about that
13 relates to sonething that was wthin scope and
14 think about whether we tweak the | anguage
15 slightly to address that.
16 If there's sone new issue that's really
17 very fundanental that the group didn't discuss,
18 we m ght cone back to you and say, |ook, for
19 future workstream here is an issue that the
20 group didn't think about that nmay be appropriate
21 down the road.
22 | think that's probably the nost
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1 productive way to do this, rather than going and
2 re-litigating a whole series of different issues
3 t hat had been raised, while having an
4 opportunity for public feedback on the draft
5 that just cane in.
6 M5. PERLMUTTER So would it make sense
7 then to post it with sone ability for people to
8 send comments to the two of you that you woul d
9 then circulate to the bigger group?
10 MR. HALPERT: Yes. | think it probably
11 I's hel pful to -- There's just an issue of
12 resources for me and for Sandra to read a
13 t housand comments or sonething if they cone in.
14 | think it nmay be hel pful if we can
15 classify these and send themto -- if it cones
16 froma stakehol der perspective that was al ready
17 represented at the table, to forward this al ong
18 and ask one of the stakeholders to |ook at it
19 and see if this is sonething that had not been
20 t hought of before.
21 | think we can probably do that.
22 Sandra, what do you think is a way to
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1 efficiently handl e the feedback?
2 M5. Al STARS: | guess | woul d suggest,
3 rat her than sending to Jimand | however many
4 coments there may be, there are basically three
5 st akehol der groups represented. And so to the
6 extent that there's comments com ng from what
7 "Il call the rightshol der group, send themto
8 me. |f they're comments focusing nore on issues
9 fromthe user perspective, send themto sonebody
10 who is in an organization who represents that
11 st akehol der group in the drafting group so that
12 we' ve got help sort of funneling and organi zi ng
13 t he comments.
14 O herwise, | would worry that if we get
15 a bunch of comments and we're trying to sift
16 t hrough and figure out who they should be
17 forwarded on to, particularly during a holiday
18 peri od when people aren't necessarily focusing
19 on their email every day, that we | ose comments,
20 and | wouldn't want to be responsi ble for not
21 getting a coorment to the right place.
22 M5. PERLMJUTTER: Well, could |I suggest
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1 maybe -- because | think probably the only way
2 to do that is to have them be sel f-sel ecting
3 because, otherw se, soneone has got to be
4 responsi ble for reading themall and figuring
5 out how to characterize them-- so we |et people
6 choose whi ch basket they want to be in.
7 And maybe what we could do is talk
8 separately offline about how technically to get
9 you the comments. Because the conceptual idea
10 would be that the comrents go to the chairs of
11 t he working group rather than to the governnent,
12 but we could figure out how to nmake that happen.
13 MR. HALPERT: And we'll give our
14 personal cell phones so everybody can just text
15 us over the holidays.
16 M5. PERLMUTTER  And your hone
17 addr esses.
18 MR. HALPERT: And the nanes of our
19 chi |l dren.
20 MR MORRIS: |'ll give Shira's personal
21 cell phone over the holidays.
22 Let's take the nmechanics offline. |
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1 think there needs to be an effective way that
2 doesn't burden you guys with being the first
3 screen.
4 M5. PERLMUTTER  Maybe what we shoul d
5 be tal king about is if we post this docunent
6 now, we'd be tal king about giving people a nonth
7 until like January 18th to give those comments.
8 That gets past the holidays. Ckay.
9 So I know we have at | east one caller
10 on the phone, so, Hollis, do you want to
11 connect ?
12 OPERATOR  Qur first question or
13 coment cones from Teri Karoboni k.
14 M5. KAROBONIK: Hello, this is Ter
15 Kar oboni k from New Media Rights, and | just had
16 one comment. The | arger working group hasn't
17 actually received this draft, so if that draft
18 could be sent around it would be very hel pful so
19 we could appropriately comment on it and take a
20 | ook at the docunents.
21 M5. PERLMJUTTER: Yes, absolutely. |
22 think it was just finished late | ast night, so
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1 people have it in the room But we'll make sure
2 that it's circul ated.

3 M5. KAROBONI K:  Thank you.
4 OPERATOR:  There are no further
5 questions or comments fromthe phone |ines.
6 M5. PERLMUTTER: Thank you.
7 So et ne raise one additional
8 guesti on.
9 Apart fromthe issue of neeting one
10 nore time to finalize the formof this and how
11 it's described, the question is whether there
12 would be any value to having put together this
13 wor ki ng group and gotten this w de array of
14 st akehol ders tal king to each other to have any
15 further neetings -- sorry, not of the working
16 group, but of the broader nultistakehol der forum
17 to neet perhaps in March in a few nonths to see

9 for discussion. |If people don't feel it would

11 happy not to, and no one's foreclosed, if we
12 don't plan anything now, fromsonetine in the
13 future saying it would be useful to reconvene.
14 But if it's useful to have a tinme and
15 place that's set up to get together and tal k
16 about issues and continue conversations, not on
17 t hi s docunent, of course, but anything else, we
18 woul d be happy to provide that opportunity.
19 M5. SHECKLER This is Vicky with
20 Recordi ng I ndustry Association of Anerica. As
21  you may know, there were [ots of issues that
22 were raised | ast Decenber, | think, when we
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1 first started this process. Several of those

| ssues are still outstanding and are inportant

to everybody within the stakehol der conmmunity.
So | appreciate your offer. 1'd |like

for us to reserve and think about it and get

t hrough the holidays.

10 M5. PERLMJUTTER: Any ot her thoughts or
11 comments? And | suppose what we could do is,

12 again, |leave that as a topic for people to think
13 about and we could put on the table just the

14 possibility that we schedule a neeting every two
15 or three nonths of the nultistakehol der forum
16 here, which could be a couple of hours or

17 whatever people wanted, to di scuss whatever

18 topi cs were deci ded upon by the group.

19 And what we could do is if we're going

20 to have a further neeting on this to finalize

21 It, at the sanme tinme we could tal k about that
22 | ssue so people have tine to refl ect whether
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1 that's a val uable possibility or not. | see no
2 objection. Al right.
3 So | woul d suggest then, at this point,
4 what we do is post the draft. W can figure out
5 exactly what it wll say on the website in
6 accordance with the conversation we've had here,
7 as for any comments from anyone who hasn't
8 participated in the process to go to the chairs
9 by January 18th, and we'll figure out the

10 techni cal details of how we nmake that happen.

11 And then we'll wait to hear fromyou as to
12 whet her setting up a neeting in January is

13 useful, and that would be to finalize in

14 whatever form and whatever way this docunent,

15 and then at that point we coul d deci de whet her

16 further neetings on other topics would be

17 valuable for you or not.

18 MR MORRIS: Just realistically

19 thinking it out, if we're urging kind of final

20 coments by January 18th, the drafting group

21 would need a little time to figure out and react
22 to those comrents, nmake final edits. And then I
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1 think we would want to be able to post the
2 final, final docunent kind of enough in advance
3 of an actual in-person neeting, if we were to
4 have it, so that it's not the night before,
5 sonething |ike that.
6 A neeting could slip until February, |
7 would think, but we can work with Jimand Sandra
8 on that.
9 M5. PERLMUTTER. And we can, neanwhil e,
10 find sone tines that we can reserve space here
11 in case a neeting is needed because that's
12 always a problem
13 Al'l right. Any other coments,
14  thoughts fromthose who are here or calling in?
15 MR MCOYD: H . Ed MCoyd of the
16  Association of American Publishers. | was one of
17 the nenbers of the drafting commttee, and I would
18 just like to reinforce sonething that Jimsaid.
19 Point totally well taken about the
20 ability of people to | ook at this docunment and
21 send comments within the next nonth. But at the
22 sane tinme, | would just encourage people to take
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1 Into account that if there is a topic that you
2 don't see covered in the docunent, or nore
3 likely it's covered in sonme way but perhaps not
4 as robustly as you would |ike, dependi ng on what
5 st akehol der community you're in, you can be
6 assured that each itemwas di scussed at |ength,
7 negotiated into the night down to the Iine, down
8 to the word.
9 An extraordi nary anount of work was put
10 into this over the past six nonths by the
11 drafting commttee with extensive input fromthe
12 techni cal working group at the public neetings
13 and also wth our individual nenbers of our
14 respective associ ations.
15 So I, for one, as a nenber of the
16 drafting conmttee encourage support of the
17 docunent, and | hope we're close to the finish
18 line, and | would |ike to thank everybody
19 I nvol ved in the process.
20 M5. PERLMJUTTER  Thanks. And, again, |
21 can't say how nuch we val ue and appreciate all
22 t he work people have put into this. | know
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1 these are issues that matter to everyone, so it

2 wasn't an altruistic process.

3 But the trenendous cooperative efforts
4 and w llingness to go back and forth, even on

5 things that each of the various sides initially
6 found unpal atable, and to try to continue to

7 have a conversation and see where there could be
8 a neeting of the mnds and sone nut ual

9 agreenent, we very nuch appreciate.

10 It was frustrating at tines not to be
11 in the roomlistening to the conversation, but

12 we're very pleased that there was able to be a
13 positive and constructive outcone. So thank you
14 again, and we very nuch | ook forward to seeing
15 what the outcone is at the end of the next nonth
16 of comments and continuing to work with all of
17 you. So thank you very nuch.
