On or about November 1, 2010, the Trademark Operation will migrate the existing web pages for the Trademark Electronic Application System (TEAS) to new pages, to be consistent with the overall “look and feel” of the majority of pages now displayed on the USPTO site (www.uspto.gov).  All of the information currently available in TEAS will remain, and only the “front-end” pages will appear differently; that is, this change will not impact any of the actual TEAS forms.  

By way of example, below is how the current TEAS front page appears, followed by how the page will look when migrated:
